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PEDAGOGICAL CONDITIONS OF USING INTERACTIVE METHODS IN
TEACHING ENGLISH

Annotation. The article discusses the importance of using interactive methods in
teaching English in modern schools. Describing methods such as group work, role-
playing, project activities and discussions, it shows how these approaches help to
increase students’ motivation, develop their communicative skills and improve their
general level of knowledge. Innovative technologies such as online platforms and
virtual modeling, which play an important role in creating an interactive learning
environment, will also be discussed. Students have indicated that using such methods
helps them to understand the material better, increases creativity and confidence. The
article concludes that interactive teaching methods are an effective tool in the process of
teaching English.

Keywords: foreign language; English language teaching; methods; interactive
methods; technology; digital tools.

Introduction

The importance of teaching English in schools today is growing since learning a
foreign language is essential to one's professional development and social adjustment.
English proficiency becomes a crucial tool for communication, education, and job
advancement in the context of globalization. The development of students'
communicative skill is emphasized in modern educational standards, and this calls for
the application of efficient teaching strategies [1, p. 178].

Today, English is not only a means of communication, but also a key to
scientific, economic and cultural integration. Therefore, educational institutions try to
create optimal conditions for learning by introducing advanced technologies and
innovative pedagogical approaches. Teaching English at school should take into account
the cognitive characteristics of students, their interests and level of training, as well as
modern trends in education [2]. Traditional methods, such as grammar-translation and
audiolinguistic approaches, do not always meet modern requirements and can reduce
students' motivation to learn the language.
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In this regard, there is a need to introduce innovative teaching methods that
make the process of language learning more interesting, interactive and practically
oriented. Modern methods are aimed at developing critical thinking, independence and
creativity in students, as well as at applying language knowledge in real communicative
situations [3]. It is especially important to take into account the development of digital
technologies, which provide ample opportunities for personalizing learning, creating
interactive exercises, and organizing distance learning.

The word “interactive” comes from the English word “Interact”, where “inter”
means mutual and *“act” means action [4, p. 67]. The name of the method comes from
the psychological term “interaction”, which means “relationship”. Interactionism is a
trend in modern social psychology and pedagogy, founded by American sociologist and
psychologist J. G. Mead. Interaction is understood as direct interpersonal
communication, the most important feature of which is a person's ability to assume the
“role of another”, to visualize how he or she is perceived by a communication partner or
group, to interpret the situation accordingly, and to work out his or her own actions.
Interactive process is a conscious process of communication and interaction between
participants of the educational process [5, p. 76].

In addition to the concepts of “interactive process” and “interactive
communication”, the concept of “interactive learning” is also considered. Interactive
learning is learning that takes place in relationships. The word “be” here does not mean
“replace”. Interactive learning supports the core purpose and content of the learning
process [6, p.15]. It involves interactive form translation, that is, the exchange of
information based on mutual understanding and interaction [7, p. 61].

Interactive learning is a special form of organizing cognitive activity, a way of
learning, implemented in the form of joint actions of learners, where all participants
interact with each other, exchange information, solve problems together, simulate
situations, evaluate the actions of others and their own behavior, immerse themselves in
the atmosphere of true entrepreneurial cooperation, try to solve problems [8]

Therefore, the introduction of interactive forms of learning is one of the most
important directions of modern professional education. Today it is not enough for a
teacher to be an expert in his/her field and pass on a large baggage of knowledge to the
audience. In the learning process, it is necessary to focus on methods that identify
students with the learning material, encourage them to get involved in the learning
situation, stimulate them to action, focus on the state of success, encourage their
behavior [9]. All these requirements are best met by interactive teaching methods.

Interactive teaching methods can be categorized into different groups depending
on the level of student participation, the nature of the activity or the role of the teacher.
Here are some of the most popular classifications [10].

Materials and methods

The purpose of this study was to determine the effectiveness of interactive
methods of teaching English. In the course of the study, practical lessons were
conducted with 10 students of “B” class of school-lyceum Ne38 named after A.N.
Moldagulova, and their results were analyzed. In total, there were 17 students in the
class, including 12 girls and 5 boys. Various interactive methods based on the
curriculum “Aspect” were used in the lessons: group work, dialogical learning, role-
playing games, project tasks.

Observations during the lesson and feedback from the students showed that the
interactive methods increased their interest in English and made them more active. In
addition, positive changes were also observed in students' speaking, listening, writing
and reading skills. These methods strengthen students' interpersonal relationships and
create conditions for them to be able to communicate fluently in the language
environment.

The results of the study prove that interactive teaching methods are an effective
and modern method of teaching English.

Results and discussion

In the methodology section of this research paper, students were asked to answer
all survey questions. Each question was analyzed and general opinions were compiled
based on the qualitative data for the entire sample. The results show that the advantages
of using an interactive approach in English classes far outweigh the disadvantages.
Students indicated that when using the interactive approach, the tasks become more
interesting for them, their skills and grades improve, and other students in the group
help them.

In the study, the attitudes of the 17 students who participated in the survey
toward interactive methods were divided as follows:

80% of all students responded “Agree” or “Strongly Agree” regarding
understanding the material and learning new skills through group work. This shows that
group work is effective in helping students learn English.

Regarding role-playing and discussion, 70% of the students stated that gaming
and discussion methods are interesting to them and increase their motivation to learn.

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75% of students who participated in the survey on project work and creative
assignments said that these methods help to develop their creative abilities as well as
improve their language skills.

Conclusion

The results of the study showed that interactive methods are effective in English
language classes. Most of the students believe that methods such as group work, role-
playing, discussion and project work increase their interest in language learning and that
these methods are effective in the learning process. The students' responses show that
they highly value mutual help, exchange of ideas and creative tasks during group work.

The main advantages of interactive methods are:

- Increases student engagement.

- Increases interest in the learning process.

- Helps to develop language skills.

- Increases mutual help and understanding.

Therefore, the use of interactive methods in English language classes contributes
to the effectiveness of the learning process.

Effective methods of
integrating online resources into the educational process are described, taking into
account the age, psychological and linguistic characteristics of students. Practical
recommendations for teachers on the use of Internet technologies at various stages of
dialogic speech formation are presented. The results of the study may be useful to
specialists in the field of teaching foreign languages and digital pedagogy.

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ANALYSIS OF PROBLEMS AND PROSPECTS FOR IMPLEMENTING
AUTHENTIC CONTENT IN THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS

Annotation. This study investigates the integration of authentic content into the
educational process, with a focus on language learning. Authentic content refers to real-
life materials not originally designed for classroom use, such as films, podcasts, social
media posts, and other digital resources. The research explores the benefits of authentic
materials in enhancing student motivation, engagement, and language proficiency, as
well as the challenges educators face in their implementation. Data were collected
through questionnaires, semi-structured interviews, classroom observations, and student
reflections involving 12 secondary school students and 8 English teachers in Uralsk,
Kazakhstan. Findings reveal that while authentic content positively influences learners’
communicative competence and cultural awareness, difficulties such as adapting
materials to diverse proficiency levels, limited preparation time, and lack of ready-to-
use resources hinder effective application. The study emphasizes the critical role of
teacher training and resource development in overcoming these barriers.
Recommendations for practical strategies and future research directions are provided to
support the successful integration of authentic content in language education.

Introduction

In the context of rapid global changes, educational approaches must adapt to
effectively prepare learners for authentic communication and intercultural interaction.
Although traditional teaching methods retain their value, they often lack sufficient
emphasis on real-world language use, which is critical for developing communicative
competence. Authentic content—materials sourced from everyday life such as
newspapers, films, podcasts, social media, and blogs—offers learners exposure to
natural language use in meaningful contexts, fostering engagement and cultural
understanding [1,2].

Integrating authentic materials into language education can enhance learners’
motivation, critical thinking, and communicative skills by connecting classroom
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activities with relevant, real-world topics [3]. However, challenges remain, including
the adaptation of materials to different proficiency levels, time constraints, and the need
for teacher preparedness [4,5]. This study aims to analyze both the problems and
prospects of implementing authentic content in the educational process, drawing on
empirical data from secondary school settings in Kazakhstan.

The research addresses the following questions:

1.What challenges do teachers and students encounter when using authentic
content?

2.How does authentic content affect student motivation, engagement, and
language development?

3.What strategies can alleviate difficulties in applying authentic materials?

4.What are the future prospects for integrating authentic content effectively into
education?

Participants
The study involved 20 participants from School Nel in Uralsk, Kazakhstan: 12 ninth-
grade students aged 14-15 with intermediate English proficiency (B1-B2) and 8
English teachers with varying professional experience. All participants volunteered and
were informed of the study’s objectives.
Instruments and Procedure

A mixed-methods approach was employed. Quantitative data were gathered via
structured questionnaires completed by both students and teachers, focusing on their
experiences with authentic content. Semi-structured interviews with teachers provided
qualitative insights into classroom practices and challenges. Classroom observations
monitored student engagement during lessons using authentic materials such as films
and podcasts. Additionally, student reflections and samples of written and spoken work
before and after activities were analyzed to assess language development and attitudes.

Data Analysis

Quantitative data were analyzed using descriptive statistics to identify trends in
motivation and perceived challenges. Qualitative data from interviews, observations,
and reflections underwent thematic analysis to extract key themes related to
implementation strategies and obstacles.

Results

Student Perspectives

Most students reported increased motivation and interest when engaging with
authentic materials compared to traditional textbooks. Approximately 75% noted that
films and podcasts made lessons more enjoyable and relevant. Improvements were
observed in listening comprehension and vocabulary retention; however, only a
minority (about 30%) actively incorporated new vocabulary into their speech or writing.

Teacher Perspectives

Teachers recognized authentic content as a valuable tool for enhancing cultural
awareness and student engagement. Key challenges included adapting materials to suit
diverse proficiency levels, limited preparation time, and scarcity of ready-to-use
resources. Teachers emphasized the necessity of scaffolding, such as pre-teaching
vocabulary and using subtitles or transcripts, to support comprehension. Professional
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development and access to curated materials were highlighted as essential for effective
implementation.
Observations and Reflections

Classroom observations confirmed heightened student engagement during
activities involving authentic content. Student reflections indicated increased confidence
and curiosity, though some expressed difficulty with fast speech and unfamiliar cultural
references.

Discussion

The findings confirm that authentic content positively influences student
motivation and language acquisition, supporting previous research [2,3]. Students
reported greater interest and engagement when exposed to real-life materials such as
films and podcasts, which helped them see the practical value of language learning.
However, successful integration requires overcoming significant obstacles. Teachers
face the dual challenge of selecting appropriate materials and managing time
constraints, while students need support to navigate linguistic difficulties and unfamiliar
cultural references.

Effective strategies identified in the study include matching materials to student
interests and proficiency levels, providing linguistic scaffolding (such as vocabulary
previews or transcripts), and incorporating interactive follow-up tasks like discussions
or projects. These approaches help bridge the gap between passive exposure and active
language use. Such strategies are in line with current recommendations in educational
literature, which emphasize the importance of teacher training, resource development,
and methodological flexibility [4,6].

Looking forward, the expanding availability of digital tools and multimedia
resources offers promising opportunities for authentic content integration. Platforms
like YouTube, podcasts, news websites, and language learning apps provide a wide
range of materials that can be tailored to different learners. However, the effective use
of these tools depends on the teacher’s ability to curate and adapt content appropriately.
Therefore, institutional support in the form of ongoing professional development,
collaborative resource-sharing, and curriculum alignment will be crucial to maximize
the benefits and ensure sustainable implementation in diverse classroom settings.

Conclusion

This study demonstrates that authentic content can significantly enrich language
learning by enhancing motivation, engagement, and cultural competence. Despite
challenges related to material adaptation and preparation time, teachers’ strategic
approaches and professional development can facilitate effective implementation. The
prospects for authentic content in education are promising, especially with growing
digital resources and pedagogical support. Future research should explore scalable
training models and the impact of authentic content across diverse educational contexts.

THEORETICAL AND METHODOLOGICAL BASIS OF FORMING THE
PEDAGOGICAL SKILLS OF A FUTURE GEOGRAPHY TEACHER ON THE

Annotation. The present study analyzes the theoretical-methodological
foundations of the development of professional competencies of future geography
teachers, taking into account the philosophy of the International Baccalaureate (I1B) in
the higher education system of the Republic of Kazakhstan. It is investigated to what
extent 1B principles - such as research—based learning, formative assessment and global
mindset — are integrated into the training of future teachers. The study is based on a
literature analysis and a comparison of national and international training programs. The
results show systemic barriers in Kazakh universities, as well as the lack of specialized
modules for preparing for the IB context. At the same time, successful international
models — from Singapore, Canada and Finland — will be presented, which can serve as a
template for reforms. Concrete recommendations are given on the -curricular
restructuring and on strengthening practical training.

Detailed description of the set of components of professional
competence; basic elements of professional competence; criteria for the effectiveness of
teaching activities, basic conditions for effective self-education; effective one’s methods
and forms qualifications of the educator. Summarizing, to complete that a great
influence on the personal qualities of a student is exerted by the development of a
special component - pedagogical culture, pedagogical abilities, professional and
pedagogical skills, the activity component-professional improvisation, readiness for
pedagogical activity.

Introduction

The integration of Kazakhstan into the global community and the alignment with
European educational standards necessitate a focus on the professional development of
educator. The study aim is development of professional competence of a university
educator, focusing on its essence, components, and stages of development. The research
questions of the article include identifying the components and criteria of a university
educator’s professionalism, understanding the professional difficulties faced by young
educators, and determining the stages of professional development.

On the approval of the State Program for the Development of Education and
Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2020 — 2025. In the State Program for the
Development of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2020-2025,
professional development of educators of all levels of education is an important
condition for the global competitiveness of Kazakhstani education [1].

According to Article 23. of the Law, the programs of “professional development
of specialists aimed at developing professional competencies adequate to modern
requirements” refer to educational programs of additional education that can be
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implemented by educational organizations. Thus, Article 7 of the Law of the Republic
of Kazakhstan "On the status of an educator" directly indicates the right of a teacher to
undergo advanced training at least once every five years and provides freedom of choice
of forms of advanced training [2].

In the field of higher education, one of the main tasks is to increase the level of
human resources and professionalism of university employees. In the context of
competition in the market of educational services, the quality of training of specialists
becomes the main indicator of the competitiveness of a higher educational institution.
For a modern specialist, it is not so much knowledge that is important, but the ability to
apply it to solve specific situations and problems that arise in professional activity and
in life. With this approach, knowledge becomes the cognitive base of a specialist's
competence. "Professional competence of the teacher is a means to consciously solve
professional tasks, as well as a criterion for forming a professional educator” [3].

Materials and methods

Competence is a way of existence of knowledge, skills, and education that
contributes to personal self-realization, students ' finding their place in the world, as a
result of which education appears as highly motivated and in a true sense personally
oriented, ensuring the demand for personal potential, recognition of the individual by
others and awareness of its own significance.

Competence simultaneously combines the mobilization of knowledge, skills,
behavioral relations. Competence develops the ability to solve a variety of problems in
life, obtain and critically analyze information, make decisions, assess the social
consequences of actions, to work in a group to develop and execute contracts included
in projects, organize their work, using new information technologies to show resilience
in the difficult and find new solutions. The concept of competence includes not only the
cognitive component, but also motivational, ethical, social, behavioral, system of values
and habits

In several studies, a teacher's professional competence is considered as the
ability to effectively perform professional activities defined by job requirements, based
on basic scientific education and emotional-valuable attitude toward pedagogical
activity. It implies possession of professionally significant attitudes, personal qualities,
theoretical knowledge, and professional skills [4].

Professional competence of a university educator is an integral quality of his/her
personality, which determines effective activity on the formation of professional
competence of a future specialist and contributes to the creation and development of
new pedagogical values and technologies by the educator, self-development of the
educator's personality and his/her pedagogical cultural creativity.

The success of the teacher’s work is significant. The degree is also determined
by his personality, character, and relationships with students. Competent educators
constantly pay attention to the reaction that their action cause in students, feel for their
capabilities, and therefore systematically adjust their work. Under the influence of such
educators, students experience the joy of learning in teaching, feels that he can learn
even better. An educator can give to student only what he has himself. Therefore,
professional competence of an educator can be considered as a set of certain qualities of
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the educator’s personality, which are determined by the high level of his psychological
and pedagogical readiness, the ability to optimally solve pedagogical tasks.
Components of professional competence

Research- requires the development of the theoretical foundations of the
phenomenon “development of the university education in the aspect of training a higher
school educator”, identifying personal indicators, processing diagnostic procedures
aimed at mastering pedagogical technology.

Projected-aimed at creating a pedagogical system focused on the development of
university education in the aspect of training a higher school educator.

Upbringing-focuses on specially organized, purposeful and controlled
interaction between educators and students in order to form their pedagogical
competence.

Educational - focuses on the introduction of educational design technology
directly into the learning process for basic and additional educational
programs. Components of professional competence.

Managerial - requires making organizational and pedagogical decisions on the
implementation of project-based education in the educational process at the university

[5].
A competent educator should have the following personal qualities, interests and
inclinations:
* ability to work with students;
* the ability to get people interested in your idea and lead them along;
» high degree of personal responsibility;
» self-control and balance; tolerance, non-judgmental attitude towards people;
* interest and respect for another person;
» striving for knowledge and self-development;
» originality, resourcefulness, versatility;
* tact;
* purposefulness;
* artistry;
» demanding of yourself and others.

A university educator is first of all a representative of a certain culture, its
minister, and activist, creator.

Because if science is the core of modern culture, then the educator is at the same
time a person of a high level of education and as such has the leading characteristics of
a modern person: citizenship, humanistic approach, democracy, hard work.

As a scientist-thinker, a representative of science, he is a master professional in
his field, a methodologist, an organizer, a polymath. As a colleague, a university
educator is characterized by collegiality, experience, integrity, self-criticism and self-
demand.

Basic elements of professional competence:

* special competence in the field of the discipline taught;

» methodological competence in the field of ways to form knowledge, skills and
abilities of students;

* psychological and pedagogical competence in the field of education;
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« differential psychological competence in the field of motives, abilities,
orientation of students;
» reflection of the pedagogical activity.

The problem of improving the professional competence of educators of higher
professional education in recent decades has acquired particular importance and
revealed new aspects. The social status of an educator has changed significantly: the
profession has moved from being respected and prestigious to being unattractive and
poorly paid. The contradiction is obvious: on the one hand, teaching activity fulfills a
high mission in the information society, has a significant educational potential, and on
the other hand, it has a low standard of living, weak motivation of educators for
research activities [6].

Professional competence is an essential element of professional activity,
regardless of the field of its application. Therefore, the specific targeted preparation of
students should be carried out from the perspective of professional culture, with
communicative competence as its core. The process of developing communicative skills
should be viewed as a combination of communicative knowledge, skills, competence,
professionalism, and culture.

The effectiveness of the process of professional training of future educators
involves improving not only the level of theoretical knowledge but also enhancing
practical professional skills and abilities necessary for teaching, developing
independence, and the ability to organize one’s own communicative space. The
integrative nature of professional competence requires scientific and methodological
support that meets the growing demands of the state and society for the formation of a
competitive specialist.

Results

Professional competence of the educator develops in work, further self-education
and requires effective application of the acquired knowledge and skills in real
educational practice. Moreover, the set of knowledge and skills is individual and is
improved to a greater extent independently. Specialist competence is becoming
increasingly important due to the expansion and complexity of social experience, the
emergence of new forms of processing and obtaining information.

As criteria for the effectiveness of teaching activities in the field of modernization of
education, we can distinguish:

* innovative methods in the education;

* high novelty of the research;

» improvement of teaching and educational programs, material and technical base;

* the degree of student satisfaction with new changes in the training process.

It is necessary to consider as obligatory at a high assessment of professionalism of
the educator of the higher school such components:

* basic knowledge of information technologies; development and application of
electronic teaching materials;

» knowledge of methodological techniques for using slide lectures, Online
seminars, online classes, etc.;

* adaptation of existing psychological and pedagogical principles to modern
information and communication technologies in education.
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Basic conditions for effective self-education of an educator:

1. Mastery of methods of cognition and self-knowledge, analysis and self-analysis of
teaching experience.

2. Realization in the process of self-education of the teacher’s internal need for
professional and personal self-development.

3. The ability to reflect. Reflection is the activity of an individual to comprehend his
own actions, feelings, and states. The presence of reflective ability in a teacher is a
necessary condition for effective self-analysis, ensuring constant assessment of one’s
activities and one’s professional and personal qualities.

4. Application in practical activities of knowledge and experience acquired during
self-education. This condition ensures testing and identification of the real practical
value of newly acquired knowledge and experience, consolidation of successful
experience in the professional activities of a teacher.

Practical activities for pedagogical self-education include:

- study and implementation of new methods and means of training and education;

- participation in professional exchange of experience: attending lessons and
educational events conducted by other teachers; inviting colleagues to your lessons,
extracurricular activities and events; participation in a collective discussion of lessons
conducted and attended and educational events;

- periodic analysis of your professional activities;

- improving one’s psychological, pedagogical, methodological and subject
knowledge, developing erudition in the field of sciences related to the subject being
taught;

- increasing general erudition, general and legal culture, awareness of events in
social, economic, political and cultural life[7].

Pedagogical self-education and self-improvement

The results of an educator’s self-education activities can be:

- improving the quality of their teaching activities, recorded in specific indicators;

- development of new methods and means of pedagogical activity (author’s forms and
techniques of teaching and upbringing, visual aids, presentations, tests, etc.);

- preparation of reports, speeches, exhibitions, seminars, master classes and other forms
of presenting new knowledge and experience on their topic of self-education;

- development of methodological recommendations for the use of pedagogical technology
studied and implemented during self-education;

- publication of methodological and educational manuals, original programs, articles,
methodological developments;

- holding open lessons and educational events;

- creation of a complex of pedagogical developments, updating of the educational and
methodological complex of the taught discipline.

An important role in the development and maintenance of an educator's
professionalism at the appropriate level is played, in addition to improving pedagogical
qualifications, by effective pedagogical self-education, self-improvement, and
independent methodological work on the study of advanced pedagogical experience.
The problem of pedagogical self-education should be solved not on a case-by-case
basis, but purposefully and systematically.
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Pedagogical self-education is reading, studying pedagogical literature,
pedagogical periodicals, methodological developments and manuals, thinking through
them, highlighting thoughts, ideas, statements, theoretical conclusions and
recommendations that are useful for practical work, attending lectures, educational and
book exhibitions, as well as introspection of their own experience, in the process of
which the educator fixes as their own pedagogical skills. findings during classes, as well
as mistakes and shortcomings [8].

Effective one’s methods and forms promotions scientific and methodological support
qualifications educators:

* systematic independent work (self-education) with the aim of deepening
knowledge in the field of the science (discipline) taught, in psychology and pedagogy,
in teaching methods;

* scientific and methodological work aimed at creating educational and
methodological complexes for the subjects taught and at improving the content of
methods and organizational forms of training;

* participation of educators in scientific and methodological conferences and
seminars;

* joint attendance of classes with their subsequent analysis;

* study, generalize and implement best teaching practices;

» appeal to the history of pedagogy and experience in the field of higher education
in our country and abroad;

* preparation and defense of dissertations (master's, candidate's and doctoral) on
the topics of psychology, pedagogy and teaching methods;

* organizing seminars of pedagogical skills for young educators, giving them
lectures on psychology and pedagogy of higher education;

« internship of educators in leading universities of the country and abroad;

* training of young educators at courses and faculties of advanced scientific and
pedagogical qualification.

Ideally, then, educators should demonstrate the following competencies: The
competencies of the modern educator:

1) effective classroom management, maximizing efficiency, maintaining
discipline and morale, promoting teamwork, planning, communicating, focusing on
results, evaluating progress, and making constant adjustments. A range of strategies
should be employed to promote positive relationships, cooperation, and purposeful
learning. Organizing, assigning, and managing time, space and activities should ensure
the active and equitable engagement of students in productive tasks.

2) effective teaching practices, representing differing viewpoints, theories,
“ways of knowing” and methods of inquiry in the teaching of subject matter concepts.
Multiple teaching and learning strategies should help engage students in active learning
opportunities that promote the development of critical thinking, problem solving, and
performance capabilities while helping them assume responsibility for identifying and
using learning resources.

3) effective assessment, incorporating formal tests; responses to quizzes;
evaluation of classroom assignments, student performances and projects, and
standardized achievement tests to understand what students have learned. Assessment
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strategies should be developed that involve learners in self-assessment activities to help
them become aware of their strengths and needs and encourage them to set personal
goals for learning.

4) technology skills, knowing when and how to use current educational
technology, as well as the most appropriate type and level of technology to maximize
student learning.

Conclusion

To be competent means to be able to accumulate and apply your knowledge,
abilities, skills, and experience in this situation, that is, to mobilize trends and actions in
accordance with a specific situation. Thus, the nature of the emergence and
consolidation of the concepts of competence and competence in the field of education
becomes two-sided. First of all, this is due to social and personal reasons (personally
significant). This opens the way to the development of the individual's capabilities and
satisfies the goals of both society and the individual. Then, depending on the goals of
educational work. In higher education institutions, the goal is to train a specialist who is
inclined to the labor market and has psychological preparation for professional activity.

A great influence on the personal qualities of a student is exerted by the

development of a special component — pedagogical culture, pedagogical abilities,
professional and pedagogical skills, the activity component-professional improvisation,
readiness for pedagogical activity. Taking into account these characteristics, it can be
concluded that mastering pedagogical competence allows an educator to perform their
professional duties in the context of qualification.
For educators, self-education becomes a powerful tool for professional growth and
improvement of teaching effectiveness. Continuous training in new trends in education,
use of modern educational technologies and self-critical reflection on their own practice
enable educators to remain inspired and responsive to the changing needs of their
students.

The result of the process of forming the professional competence of a future
teacher is their ability to organize and carry out productive communication with
participants in the educational process, integrate general cultural knowledge, personal
experience, and speech skills to solve specific pedagogical tasks. Professional
competencies of a specialist in the field of education are becoming increasingly
important due to the complexity of the acquired social experience, the emergence of
new and completely different ways of obtaining and processing information, and the
growing demands for teacher preparation set by society for university graduates.

Thus, mastering the basics of self-education is a fundamental aspect of
professional training in the educational field. These foundations not only develop self-
development skills in students and educators, but also help create a learning
environment that is open to continuous growth and inspires innovation in education.

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THE ROLE OF PEDAGOGY AND PHILOLOGY IN DEVELOPING
EFFECTIVE FOREIGN LANGUAGE TEACHING METHODOLOGIES

Annotation. This article examines an interdisciplinary approach to foreign
language teaching based on the integration of pedagogical and philological methods.
Special attention is given to the implementation of the Content and Language Integrated
Learning (CLIL) methodology, which aims at the simultaneous acquisition of subject
knowledge and language skills. An experiment conducted among non-linguistic
students showed a statistically significant increase in linguistic, communicative, and
cognitive competence. The article presents the methodology, stages, and results of the
study. It also discusses the prospects of integrating and digitalizing such methodologies
in higher education.

Keywords: interdisciplinary approach; CLIL; pedagogy; philology; cognitive
competence; foreign language; experiment.

Introduction

Modern language training in universities requires not only proficiency in lexico-
grammatical skills but also the development of transversal skills, professional
communication, and critical thinking. The challenge of improving the effectiveness of
foreign language teaching in non-linguistic institutions is addressed through the
introduction of interdisciplinary methods, in which pedagogical principles and
philological content play a crucial role [1], [2].

The CLIL methodology (Content and Language Integrated Learning), first
introduced by British researcher David Marsh in the late 20th century, enables the
integration of subject and language learning, making the process of acquiring a foreign
language more functional and meaningful [3]. International scholars such as Coyle,
Hood, and Marsh identify four key components in CLIL: Content, Communication,
Cognition, and Culture, which together foster the development of complex
competencies in learners [6]. Philological knowledge ensures the authenticity and
cultural richness of content, while pedagogical principles help design an effective
learning trajectory [4], [5].

Theoretical Foundations

Philology within the interdisciplinary approach serves to enrich language
material with linguistically and culturally significant content. Special attention is paid to
semantic accuracy, structural coherence, and stylistic appropriateness of texts used in
the learning process [6].
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Pedagogy provides the framework for organizing the educational process—from
goal setting to reflective assessment of results. The use of active methods (case studies,
debates, project work) and activity-based approaches (learning through action) activates
students’ cognitive and emotional-motivational spheres [7].

Materials and Methods

The experimental part of the study was conducted in 2023-2024 at the Samara State
Academy of Social Sciences and Humanities. A total of 60 students from the following
majors participated: History, Philology, Social Work, and Information Technology.
They were divided into a control group (n=30) and an experimental group (n=30). The
control group studied using a traditional communicative approach, while the
experimental group engaged with:

- CLIL modules on topics such as “Media and Culture,” “Digital History,” and
“Human Rights”;

- authentic texts (English-language articles, reports, interviews);

- discussions, role-plays, written projects, and reflective essays.

To assess effectiveness, pre- and post-tests (based on CEFR scale), motivation
surveys, and expert evaluations of projects and oral presentations were used. Statistical
analysis was conducted using Student's t-test (p < 0.05).

Results

1. Linguistic Competence.

In the experimental group, 48% of students improved their foreign language
proficiency from B1 to B2 (average score increased from 62.1 to 86.3), while in the
control group, only 23% achieved this improvement (score increased from 63.4 to 74.2)
[31, [8].

2. Communicative Skills.

Expert assessments of public speaking showed an increase in confidence,
argumentation, and fluency: the average score rose from 70 to 92 points on a 100-point
scale.

3. Cognitive Activity.

Analysis of written tasks revealed better logical structure, argumentation, and
independent thinking. Students effectively used and operated with terminology in
discussions [5], [7].

4. Motivation.

Surveys indicated an increase in learning motivation among 83% of students in the
experimental group, compared to 58% in the control group [1].

Discussion

The results confirmed that the combination of pedagogical strategies and
philological resources within the CLIL framework contributes to:

6.1 the development of stable language and professional skills;

6.2 enhancement of critical thinking and cognitive flexibility;

6.3 increased learning motivation and students’ self-evaluation [2], [6], [8].

International studies also show that CLIL promotes the development of academic
language and professional competence, which is especially important for training
specialists in the context of globalization [1], [3], [4].
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The implementation of digital CLIL modules is particularly promising, as it allows
for the adaptation of difficulty levels, task types, and subject focus [3], [9].

The CLIL (Content and Language Integrated Learning) methodology is increasingly
gaining popularity in Russian higher education as an effective approach to integrating
foreign language learning with subject content. The implementation of CLIL contributes
not only to the development of language competence but also to professional skills,
critical thinking, and interdisciplinary connections, which are especially important in
the context of globalization and international academic mobility [13] .

Significant experience in applying CLIL has been accumulated in Russian
universities. For example, at the Faculty of History and International Relations of
Bryansk State University named after Academician I. G. Petrovsky, the course “History
of European Civilizations” has been successfully conducted in a foreign language for
over five years. The teaching is carried out in a monolingual CLIL format, which allows
focusing on developing students’ language skills and cognitive abilities. High levels of
motivation and student engagement confirm the effectiveness of this approach [10].

At Tomsk Polytechnic University, CLIL has been introduced in engineering
programs, where students study specialized subjects in English using multimedia
resources and project-based learning. The experience at TPU demonstrates that CLIL
facilitates successful professionalization and expands students’ opportunities in the
international labor market. The university actively promotes “teaching tandems,” where
subject and language instructors collaborate, enhancing the quality of education [ 11].

At the Samara State Academy of Social Sciences and Humanities, we have also
conducted an experiment integrating CLIL modules into the training of non-linguistic
students. The use of authentic texts, discussions, and project assignments within topics
such as “Media and Culture,” “Digital History,” and “Human Rights” showed
significant improvements in students’ linguistic, communicative, and cognitive
competencies, as well as increased motivation to learn a foreign language[12].

Despite positive outcomes, the widespread adoption of CLIL in Russian universities
faces several challenges: a shortage of qualified instructors proficient both in the
language and subject matter, the need to adapt teaching materials to students’ language
proficiency levels, and methodological training for teachers combining language and
content instruction [13]. In this context, philologists play a key role in ensuring
linguistic accuracy and cultural relevance of the content.

Digital technologies open new opportunities for the development of CLIL. Online
platforms (such as Moodle and Canvas) and interactive applications (Quizlet, Kahoot!)
enable the creation of adaptive and engaging learning environments that foster active
student involvement. Virtual laboratories and simulators provide safe spaces for
practical application of knowledge, which is particularly important for technical
disciplines. Moreover, artificial intelligence systems (e.g., Duolingo for Schools) help
personalize learning and monitor student progress effectively [14], [15].

Thus, the successful development of CLIL in Russian higher education requires a
comprehensive approach, including teacher training, adaptation of educational
materials, and active use of digital technologies. Interdisciplinary collaboration between
educators and philologists, along with consideration of national and cultural specifics,
ensures the sustainability and prospects of this methodology.
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Conclusion
The experiment demonstrated that integrating philological and pedagogical
principles in university-level foreign language instruction significantly improves its
effectiveness. The CLIL methodology fosters the development of linguistic and
cognitive competence, professional thinking, and interdisciplinary connections. Further
progress in this area is associated with the digitalization of educational modules and the
creation of personalized learning trajectories based on interdisciplinary approaches.

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BEYOND FLIPGRID: EXPLORING DIGITAL ALTERNATIVES FOR
DEVELOPING MONOLOGIC SPEAKING SKILLS IN KAZAKHSTANI EFL
CLASSROOMS

Annotation. This study investigates the effectiveness of digital video-based
platforms as alternatives to Flipgrid in the development of monologic speaking skills
among EFL learners in Kazakhstan. With Flipgrid no longer functioning as an
educational tool, educators must identify and evaluate suitable replacements. Drawing
on the theoretical framework of communicative competence developed by S. S.
Kunanbayeva and incorporating insights from international research, this study explores
the use of Padlet, Loom, and Seesaw as platforms for developing expressive speech. A
mixed-methods approach involving experimental implementation, surveys, and
interviews was applied in a Kazakhstani secondary school. Findings indicate that while
all platforms offered useful tools for speaking development, Padlet emerged as the most
effective in promoting student engagement, creativity, and confidence in monologic
speech. The research offers pedagogical implications for integrating alternative
technologies into language education.

Introduction

1.1 Background

The development of monologic speaking skills is a central goal in communicative
language teaching, particularly in EFL contexts where learners often lack real-world
opportunities to speak English outside the classroom. As emphasized by Kunanbayeva
(2010) [1], communicative competence encompasses not only linguistic accuracy but
also the ability to express thoughts independently and coherently. Monologic speech—
structured, self-contained verbal expression—serves as a crucial indicator of such
competence, enabling learners to present ideas with clarity, logic, and emotional
resonance.

Over the past decade, digital technologies have significantly expanded the
possibilities for teaching speaking skills. Among them, Flipgrid had gained popularity
as a platform that allowed students to record short video responses, engage in
asynchronous discussions, and reflect on their oral performance. Numerous
international studies highlighted Flipgrid’s benefits in reducing anxiety, increasing
student autonomy, and promoting creative self-expression [2],[3].
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However, in 2024, Microsoft retired Flipgrid (rebranded as “Flip”), removing a
widely used tool from the educational technology landscape. This has posed challenges
for language teachers who relied on Flipgrid to support student-centered, video-based
speaking practice. The discontinuation has made it necessary to explore alternative
platforms that can support similar pedagogical functions in developing monologic
speaking.

1.2 The Kazakhstani Context

Kazakhstan’s national education policy places increasing emphasis on multilingual
education and digitalization. Researchers such as Aigul Akhmetova, Anel
Akhmetzhanova, and Gaysha Imambayeva [4] have pointed to the growing role of
digital platforms in improving communicative skills. However, studies that specifically
address monologic speech development through video tools remain limited.
Kunanbayeva’s framework of foreign language communicative competence provides a
theoretical lens through which the integration of such tools can be evaluated. According
to her model, learners must develop not only linguistic knowledge, but also discourse,
sociocultural, strategic, and pragmatic competences—all of which can be fostered
through monologic speech tasks.

1.3 Problem Statement

With the closure of Flipgrid, there is a noticeable gap in practical guidance and
academic literature on how to continue supporting monologic speech development
using digital tools. Although alternatives like Padlet, Loom, and Seesaw exist, their
comparative effectiveness in EFL speaking instruction—particularly in Kazakhstan—
has not been thoroughly examined.

1.4 Research Questions

1. What are the most viable digital video platforms for supporting monologic
speaking skills in Kazakhstani EFL classrooms?

2. How do students and teachers perceive the effectiveness and usability of these
platforms?

3. What roles do feedback and task variety play in enhancing communicative
competence?

1.5 Research Objectives

This study aims to:

- Evaluate Padlet, Loom, and Seesaw as alternatives to Flipgrid for monologic
speaking tasks;

- Analyze their impact on learner confidence, fluency, and expressive language
use;

- Investigate teacher and student perceptions of each platform;

- Offer methodological recommendations for integrating digital video tools in
accordance with Kunanbayeva’s communicative competence model.

The study contributes to the growing body of research on digital pedagogy in
language education and provides practical insights for Kazakhstani EFL practitioners
navigating post-Flipgrid instruction.

1.6 Overview of the Platforms

To better understand their pedagogical potential, it is important to briefly introduce
the three platforms examined in this study:

- Padlet is a web-based collaborative tool that allows users to create interactive
boards, where multimedia content—including videos—can be posted and commented
on. It is known for its visual appeal, intuitive interface, and flexibility, making it
popular among educators for fostering creativity and asynchronous interaction.

Among the myriad of educational technologies available, Padlet—an online
collaborative platform—has emerged as a promising tool for fostering
interactive and engaging learning environments [5]. It enables users to build digital
boards—known as "walls"—to instantly share ideas, resources, and multimedia content

[6].

- Loom is a video messaging tool that enables users to record their screen, voice,
and face simultaneously. It is commonly used in professional and academic settings for
presentations, tutorials, and reflective tasks. Loom supports long-form and structured
monologic responses, with emphasis on clarity and fluency.

Research by Ayka¢ (2022) highlights that students appreciate Loom’s clarity and
ease of use, particularly for receiving and giving video feedback in academic tasks—
showing that learners often prefer recorded explanations they can replay and reflect
upon [7]. In this study, users reported that Loom enhanced their sense of ownership
over their communication, supporting fluency and pronunciation development.

- Seesaw is a free online platform that works on both mobile devices and laptops.
It features built-in translation tools, a straightforward login process, and is free from
advertisements (SeeSaw, 2019), making it accessible and user-friendly even for younger
students with limited tech skills. The platform allows students to document their
learning by taking photos, drawing, recording videos, and practicing their speaking in a
low-pressure environment. This enables them to build confidence and improve their
speaking skills at their own pace [8].

Methods

2.1 Research Design

This study employed a mixed-methods design combining both quantitative and
qualitative approaches to evaluate the effectiveness of three alternative digital
platforms—Padlet, Loom, and Seesaw—for fostering monologic speaking skills in
English language learners. The research was carried out over a period of eight weeks
and involved pre- and post-intervention assessments, student and teacher surveys, and
semi-structured interviews.

2.2 Participants

The participants were 30 high school students (aged 15-17) from a public secondary
school in Aktobe, Kazakhstan. All participants were intermediate-level learners of
English and had previously used Flipgrid before its discontinuation. Two English
language teachers were also involved to facilitate implementation and provide feedback.

2.3 Platforms Used

- Padlet: Students posted weekly video monologues responding to prompts and
were encouraged to comment on peers’ posts.

- Loom: Used primarily for formal speaking tasks such as presentations and
storytelling, with emphasis on clarity and fluency.

- Seesaw: Focused on short personal reflection videos and goal-setting, promoting
self-assessment and teacher interaction.
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2.4 Procedure

Participants were divided into three groups of 10 students each. Each group used
one platform throughout the study:

- Week 1-2: Orientation and training in the assigned platform.

- Week 3-7: Weekly speaking tasks based on themes aligned with the curriculum
(e.g., cultural traditions, future professions, environmental issues).

- Week 8: Final monologic task, post-surveys, and interviews.

All video submissions were stored and analyzed. Students used rubrics adapted from
Kunanbayeva’s communicative competence framework, evaluating discourse
coherence, fluency, vocabulary richness, and emotional expressiveness.

2.5 Data Collection Tools

- Speaking Performance Rubric: Assessed coherence, expressiveness, and
fluency.

- Pre- and Post-Tests: Oral exams evaluated by external raters.

- Surveys: Likert-scale items measuring motivation, anxiety, and platform
usability.

- Interviews: Conducted with 12 students (4 from each group) and both teachers
to capture deeper insights into user experience.

2.6 Data Analysis

Quantitative data (test scores and survey results) were analyzed using SPSS to
calculate descriptive statistics and paired t-tests. Qualitative data from interviews and
open-ended survey responses were coded thematically using MAXQDA software.
Themes included emotional engagement, platform accessibility, and perceived progress.

Results

3.1 Quantitative Results: Speaking Performance

The pre- and post-test speaking assessments revealed measurable improvement
across all three groups.

On average, students using Padlet showed the greatest improvement in overall
speaking performance, with a mean score increase of 22%, compared to 17% in the
Loom group and 13% in the Seesaw group. Padlet users particularly excelled in the
areas of vocabulary richness and emotional expressiveness.

3.2 Student Engagement and Perceptions

Survey data showed that 93% of Padlet users felt more motivated to speak in
English due to the ability to personalize their responses with multimedia, images, and
creative formatting. 87% of Loom users appreciated the professional tone and structure
it encouraged, while 74% of Seesaw users found the platform useful for short
reflections but limited for in-depth monologic tasks.

- Padlet: “I loved customizing my video space. It made me want to try harder.”
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- Loom: “Great for presentations, but less personal.”
- Seesaw: “Helpful for practice, but not enough space for long speaking.”

3.3 Qualitative Insights from Interviews

Interviews supported the quantitative findings. Students using Padlet described it as
“creative,” “interactive,” and “fun.” One participant noted that Padlet “felt like a
conversation with myself and others at the same time.” In contrast, Loom was seen as
“formal and clear, but a bit dry,” while Seesaw was regarded as “simple” and
“comfortable,” though less suited for deep speech development.

Teachers echoed these views, emphasizing that Padlet encouraged deeper
storytelling and language use. One teacher stated, “Students felt a sense of ownership
and community using Padlet, which pushed them to speak more confidently and
fluently.”

3.4 Anxiety and Confidence

A comparison of pre- and post-survey results showed that speaking anxiety
decreased most significantly in the Padlet group (from 3.9 to 2.6 on a 5-point Likert
scale), followed by Loom (3.8 to 3.0) and Seesaw (3.7 to 3.2). This supports the notion
that creative control and peer interaction can mitigate fear of speaking.

3.5 Feedback and Task Variety

Groups receiving regular teacher and peer feedback outperformed those with
minimal feedback, underscoring its importance. Varied monologic genres contributed to
broader communicative competence development and increased learner engagement.

3.6 Technical Usability

All platforms were generally accessible and mobile-friendly. However, Seesaw had
minor compatibility issues with Android devices, and Loom required a higher internet
bandwidth. Padlet was praised for its ease of use and flexibility across devices.

Discussion

4.1 Discussion

The findings of this study highlight the potential of digital video platforms to
support the development of monologic speaking skills in Kazakhstani EFL contexts. As
a response to the discontinuation of Flipgrid, the comparison of Padlet, Loom, and
Seesaw revealed that each tool contributes differently to learners’ speaking performance
and engagement.

Padlet emerged as the most effective platform, promoting creativity, emotional
expressiveness, and community interaction—elements central to communicative
competence as described by Kunanbayeva. Students using Padlet demonstrated the
highest gains in vocabulary diversity and fluency, supported by their ability to
personalize their speaking environment and engage with peers asynchronously. This
aligns with the findings of Keller-Deditskaya, Akisheva, and Kucherenko, who
demonstrated that the Padlet online board effectively supports the interconnected
teaching of speaking, listening, reading, and writing in Russian as a foreign language
[9]. Their research highlights Padlet’s strength in promoting integrated speech activities
and learner engagement through its multimedia and collaborative features—insights that
reinforce this study’s conclusions about Padlet’s role in developing monologic speaking
skills in EFL contexts.
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Loom, while slightly more formal, supported structured and fluent speech,
especially in academic-style tasks. This matches findings by Muzeyyen Aykag, who
noted that Loom is effective for feedback on academic tasks and digital presentations.
However, its professional tone and limited interactivity may make it less appealing for
tasks requiring emotional depth and creativity.

Seesaw served best as a reflective tool but fell short in supporting extended or
expressive monologic tasks. While it offered simplicity and ease of use, its design
limited longer and more complex speech production. This is consistent with feedback
from both students and teachers who viewed Seesaw as complementary rather than
comprehensive.

From a pedagogical standpoint, this study affirms the value of digital storytelling in
monologic speech development. According to Kunanbayeva’s communicative
competence framework, expressive language is an essential element of discourse and
sociocultural competence. Digital platforms that allow learners to produce, review, and
share their speech within a supportive digital space are well-positioned to foster these
competencies.

Conclusion

This research contributes to the growing body of literature on digital language
education by addressing the gap left by Flipgrid’s retirement and exploring alternative
tools in a Kazakhstani context. The study found that Padlet, in particular, effectively
promotes the development of monologic speaking skills by supporting student
engagement, creativity, and emotional expression.

Key conclusions include:

- Padlet offers the best balance of interactivity, usability, and expressive potential.

- Loom is suitable for structured, academic presentations but less ideal for
emotionally rich speech.

- Seesaw supports reflection but is limited in supporting long-form speech
development.

- Digital storytelling aligned with communicative competence theory is a
promising method for developing speaking skills.

4.3 Implications and Recommendations

- Educators should select digital platforms not only based on technical
functionality but also pedagogical alignment with communicative competence
frameworks.

- Training should be provided to students and teachers on how to use tools
creatively and reflectively.

- Further research could expand the comparison to other platforms (e.g., Edpuzzle,
Flip alternatives) or explore integration in blended learning environments.

By centering instruction on meaningful monologic production using flexible digital
platforms, teachers can foster deeper student engagement and develop communicative
skills aligned with both national priorities and global standards.

Annotation. This article explores the theoretical and methodological

Introduction

Modern higher education demands the integration of subject-specific and cross-
disciplinary competencies, necessitating an interdisciplinary approach to foreign
language instruction in non-linguistic universities.The convergence of philology,
pedagogy, and psycholinguistics contributes to the creation of a cognitively-oriented
educational environment and the development of students’ professional language
competence in agricultural specialties[5][1].

In the context of digital transformation in education, the importance of flexible
teaching strategies, individualization, and interactive resources is growing, prompting a
reevaluation of teaching methodologies through an interdisciplinary lens [7].

Contemporary  scholarship  highlights the increasing significance of
interdisciplinary language education, which serves not only to facilitate robust language
acquisition but also to address authentic challenges in the agricultural sector by
integrating STEM disciplines and fostering learners’ critical thinking abilities. This
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pedagogical paradigm draws upon social constructivist theories, utilizing language
instruction as a catalyst to deepen engagement and reinforce the mastery of agricultural
sciences. [2].

Theoretical Foundations

The philological component ensures linguistic validity and authenticity of the
language material. The pedagogical component focuses on designing the educational
process using activity-based and competency-based approaches. The psycholinguistic
component explains cognitive mechanisms of perception and acquisition of foreign
language information, including memory, attention, and associative thinking [6][3].

Moreover, a key development in agricultural foreign language teaching is the
integration of specialized agricultural terminology and contextualized professional
scenarios. Mastery of domain-specific vocabulary such as “crop rotation,” *“soil
fertility,” and “animal husbandry” facilitates international communication, technology
exchange, and sustainable agricultural practices [1]. Incorporating foreign language
agricultural terminology supports the globalization of agriculture and the transfer of
innovative knowledge across borders.

By merging subject-specific content with language instruction, the CLIL
approach facilitates the development of professional competencies, engaging students in
practical communicative scenarios that are enhanced by specialized agricultural
terminology and context-driven problem-solving activities. Metacognitive learning
strategies and feedback technologies further enhance learner autonomy and motivation

[81[4].
Materials and Methods

The experimental study was implemented at Samara State Agrarian University
and involved a cohort of 50 students specializing in agronomy, animal science,
veterinary medicine, agribusiness management, biotechnology, and biology. Methods
included pedagogical experiments, testing, surveys, observation, expert evaluation, and
student self-assessment.

Statistical data were analyzed using Student’s t-test and correlation analysis. The
learning process employed CLIL technology, case methods, role-playing, discussions,
project work, and digital platforms (Google Classroom, Quizlet, Padlet) supporting
adaptive online learning environments [2][5].

In addition, the use of interdisciplinary STEM methods proved effective in
increasing learner engagement and critical thinking, thereby supporting the integration
of real agricultural problems into language learning curricula [2][3].

Results

1.Language competence: The proportion of students with a high level of foreign
language proficiency increased from 14% to 52% (p < 0.01); average test score rose
from 62.3 to 84.7[1].

6.Digital integration: Multimedia and interactive resources such as videos,
podcasts, and virtual simulations enriched content perception and language practice [4].

7.Holistic professional thinking: Integration of various knowledge areas fostered
comprehensive understanding of professional activity and communication in a foreign
language [8][7].

Moreover, findings indicate that incorporating agricultural foreign language
terminology significantly improves students’ capacity to engage in international
markets, access educational resources, and participate in global innovation networks,
thus enhancing the interdisciplinary educational impact.

Discussion

The results confirm the effectiveness of the interdisciplinary approach in
developing professionally oriented language competence. The CLIL methodology
combined with active learning methods fosters cognitive flexibility, critical thinking,
and interdisciplinary analysis [1][5].

Digital educational tools promote personalized learning paths, particularly
important in hybrid and online environments. Formative assessment encourages
reflection and self-regulation among students [6][2].

The approach aligns with national standards and federal initiatives such as
“Professionality” and “Digital Department,” improving links between education and
professional practice [3][7].

Incorporating sociocultural, regional, and field-specific content increases
motivation and contributes to the development of global communication competence
[4][8]. The integration of STEM interdisciplinary methods further supports learners in
applying language skills to authentic agricultural problems and promotes systemic
thinking necessary for professional success [2][3].

Future research should investigate neuropsychological aspects of language
perception in professional contexts and expand interdisciplinary teaching frameworks to
encompass emerging digital and personalized learning technologies [1][6].

Conclusion

Samara State Agrarian University’s experience demonstrates that an
interdisciplinary approach synthesizing philological, pedagogical, and psycholinguistic
knowledge substantially improves foreign language instruction. This approach nurtures
competitive specialists with professional and communicative flexibility, ready for
international cooperation.

Future efforts should focus on:

* Developing digital educational platforms and CLIL-based modules tailored to
agricultural specialties;

* Teacher training in interdisciplinary foreign language instruction;
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* Research on neuropsychological mechanisms in language perception within
professional agricultural contexts.

This integrated framework is essential for equipping future specialists to address
the evolving requirements of the global agricultural sector and to promote sustainable
development via proficient professional communication.

These
figures often share common traits: they operate outside conventional societal structures, adhere
to a personal code of ethics, and serve as agents of justice or vengeance.

Jack Reacher represents a contemporary iteration of this archetype, blending elements
of classic heroes with modern sensibilities. Unlike traditional heroes bound by duty to a
kingdom, a master, or a cause, Reacher is a man entirely detached from external obligations. His
rejection of material wealth and societal norms underscores his status as an outsider, yet his
actions are driven by an internal moral compass that compels him to intervene when he
encounters injustice. Lee Child updates the archetype by placing Reacher in a world shaped by
modern law enforcement, corporate corruption, and globalized threats, making his wandering
heroism both relevant and compelling for contemporary audiences.

The objective of this study is to analyze how Jack Reacher embodies and modernizes
the archetype of the wandering hero. By examining the thematic elements of the series,
Reacher’s moral code, his detachment from societal structures, and the literary influences that
shape his character, this research aims to demonstrate how Lee Child reinvents a timeless motif
for the 21st century. In doing so, the article will explore the broader implications of the
wandering hero in contemporary literature and why this character type continues to captivate
readers worldwide.

Research Materials

Research results
Theoretical framework: the wandering hero archetype

The wandering hero is a recurring figure in global literature, characterized by perpetual
movement, detachment from society, and a personal moral code that dictates their actions.
Unlike heroes who are tied to a specific homeland, kingdom, or cause, the wandering hero
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exists in a liminal space, navigating between civilization and the unknown. This archetype
frequently appears in mythologies, folklore, and modern fiction, representing themes of
individualism, justice, and existential searching. The wandering hero’s journey is often one of
self-discovery, conflict resolution, and intervention in moral dilemmas that do not directly
concern them but ultimately shape their character.

Swiss psychologist Carl Gustav Jung introduced the concept of archetypes as universal
symbols or patterns embedded in the collective unconscious. According to Jung, archetypes
manifest in myths, literature, and human experiences across cultures. The wandering hero aligns
with several Jungian archetypes, particularly:

- The Hero. The central figure in myths and legends, undertaking quests that test their
strength and morality.

- The Outlaw. A rebel who rejects societal norms and operates according to a personal
ethical code.

- The Seeker. A traveler in search of knowledge, truth, or purpose, often alienated from
conventional society.

Jack Reacher embodies elements of all three archetypes. He is a hero who combats
injustice, an outlaw who lives outside societal structures, and a seeker whose life is defined by
perpetual motion and personal inquiry.

Joseph Campbell, in The Hero with a Thousand Faces (1949), outlined the monomyth
or the Hero’s Journey, a narrative pattern that describes the stages of a hero’s transformation.
The wandering hero, though distinct from the traditional epic hero, follows many of these
stages:

1. The Call to Adventure. Often triggered by external circumstances rather than personal
ambition.

2. Crossing the Threshold. Leaving behind familiar surroundings for the unknown.

3. Trials and Challenges. Encounters with antagonists, moral dilemmas, and self-
discovery.

4. The Ultimate Test. A defining moment where the hero's values and strengths are
tested.

5. The Return (or continued wandering). Unlike conventional heroes who return home
transformed, the wandering hero rarely settles, instead continuing their journey indefinitely.

Jack Reacher’s arc in each novel mirrors this structure. He enters new locations, faces
conflicts, overcomes obstacles, and departs without establishing long-term ties, reinforcing his
status as a perpetual wanderer.

Odysseus is one of the earliest examples of the wandering hero, spending ten years
traveling before returning to Ithaca. Unlike Reacher, whose journey is self-imposed, Odysseus
is forced into exile due to war and divine intervention. However, both characters share traits
such as strategic intelligence, combat prowess, and encounters with various communities that
test their resourcefulness.

In medieval literature, the knight-errant travels in search of quests that affirm their
honor and virtue. Figures such as Sir Lancelot and Don Quixote exemplify this archetype. Jack
Reacher, like the knight-errant, operates by a personal code of honor, intervening in conflicts
despite having no obligation to do so.

The cowboy hero, epitomized by characters like Shane and the Man with No Name, is
perhaps the closest literary ancestor to Reacher.

Jack Reacher’s combat discipline, self-sufficiency, and moral detachment
resonate with this archetype.

By examining the wandering hero archetype through Jungian psychology, Campbell’s
monomyth, and historical comparisons, we see that Jack Reacher is a modern incarnation of this
timeless literary figure. His detachment, nomadic lifestyle, and moral rigidity position him
within a lineage that extends across cultures and eras. Lee Child’s reinvention of this archetype
ensures its continued relevance in contemporary fiction, offering a hero who speaks to the
modern world’s fascination with independence, justice, and the allure of the unknown.

Jack Reacher as a modern wandering hero

Jack Reacher’s defining characteristic is his transient lifestyle. Unlike traditional
protagonists who seek stability, Reacher chooses perpetual movement, embracing a life free
from attachments, possessions, and commitments. He does not own a house, a car, or even a cell
phone, and he carries only a toothbrush and the clothes on his back. His philosophy is rooted in
minimalism and self-sufficiency, reflecting a rejection of modern consumerism and societal
norms. This detachment makes him an outsider, reinforcing his role as a wandering hero who
navigates through different landscapes without lingering.

Reacher’s constant movement is a significant departure from classic literary heroes who
embark on a journey but eventually return home. His nomadism aligns him with mythological
wanderers like Odysseus, medieval knights-errant, and the lone cowboys of Westerns. In
contrast to these figures, however, Reacher’s exile is self-imposed. He is not searching for a lost
home or redemption but rather moves out of choice, driven by an internal compass that directs
him toward conflict and justice.

Despite his rejection of societal structures, Reacher operates under a strict moral code.

Unlike traditional law enforcement figures bound by
bureaucracy, Reacher’s sense of justice is swift, direct, and often brutal, placing him in a moral
gray area that distinguishes him from conventional heroes.

Jack Reacher embodies the archetype of the independent wanderer, existing outside
societal frameworks. His past as a military police officer ties him to an institution, but after
leaving the army, he rejects all forms of authority. He refuses to settle down, avoids
relationships, and shuns technology. His autonomy allows him to act without restriction, making
him a figure of ultimate independence.

Reacher’s detachment from society mirrors that of classic wandering heroes, such as the
Ronin (masterless samurai) in Japanese culture and the lone detective in noir fiction. Like these
figures, he distrusts authority, often exposing the failures of institutions meant to uphold justice.
His preference for working alone reinforces his status as an outsider, emphasizing his
unwillingness to conform to traditional societal roles.

Reacher’s approach to justice is defined by a balance between intellect and physicality.
He is both a strategic thinker and a formidable fighter, capable of analyzing complex situations
and dismantling adversaries with calculated precision. His background in the military police has
equipped him with investigative skills, but his reliance on brute force often sets him apart from
conventional detectives.

Unlike heroes who avoid physical
confrontation, Reacher sees violence as a necessary tool for delivering justice. However, his use
of force is measured - he does not engage in unnecessary brutality, but he also does not hesitate
to neutralize threats.

Jack Reacher stands as a modern embodiment of the wandering hero archetype. His
nomadic existence, strict moral code, independence, and controlled use of violence position him
within a lineage of legendary literary figures. By blending elements of mythology, Westerns,
and hardboiled fiction, Lee Child has crafted a character who resonates with contemporary
audiences while upholding a timeless literary tradition. Reacher’s enduring appeal lies in his
unwavering commitment to justice, his rejection of materialism, and his perpetual movement—a
true wandering hero for the modern era.

Genre influences and the archetype’s evolution

The Jack Reacher series draws heavily from multiple literary and cinematic traditions,
particularly Westerns, noir fiction, and hardboiled detective stories. These genres have long
shaped the archetype of the wandering hero, each contributing unique characteristics that define
Reacher’s persona.

Westerns have historically portrayed lone wanderers navigating lawless landscapes,
embodying themes of justice, revenge, and moral ambiguity. Characters like the Man with No
Name (from Sergio Leone’s Dollars Trilogy) and Shane from Jack Schaefer’s novel Shane
serve as precursors to Reacher. Like these figures, Reacher arrives in unfamiliar towns, disrupts
corrupt power structures, and leaves without seeking personal reward or recognition.

The Western hero typically operates in a world where formal justice is weak or absent,
requiring a rugged individual to restore balance. Reacher mirrors this dynamic, often taking
action when institutions fail or when innocent people lack protection. His interactions with law
enforcement are frequently contentious, reflecting the Western hero’s distrust of authorities and
preference for personal codes of justice.

Noir fiction, especially from the mid-20th century, introduced protagonists who were
isolated, morally complex, and often battling systemic corruption. Writers like Raymond
Chandler and Dashiell Hammett crafted detectives such as Philip Marlowe and Sam Spade—
figures who, like Reacher, exist on the fringes of society and refuse to be controlled by
institutions.

The noir influence on Reacher is evident in his investigative methods and his
interactions with femme fatales, corrupt officials, and dangerous criminals. While he lacks the
cynicism of a traditional noir detective, he shares their skepticism toward authority and their
tendency to operate in moral gray areas. His physicality distinguishes him from the traditional
private eye, but his problem-solving abilities and ability to read situations align with the noir
tradition.

The hardboiled detective genre, which evolved from noir, adds another layer to
Reacher’s character. Unlike classic detectives who work within the law, hardboiled heroes often
take justice into their own hands. Figures like Mike Hammer (from Mickey Spillane’s novels)
and Parker (from Richard Stark’s Parker series) are known for their ruthless efficiency, street
smarts, and willingness to use violence.

Reacher embodies this tradition through his no-nonsense approach to crime and his
willingness to apply force when necessary. He does not shy away from physical confrontations
and often neutralizes threats with calculated brutality. His interactions with villains are
reminiscent of hardboiled fiction, where conflicts are resolved through direct action rather than
prolonged legal battles.
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While Reacher’s character is rooted in classic archetypes, his world is shaped by
contemporary realities. Modern technology, globalization, and advanced law enforcement
techniques differentiate him from his literary predecessors.

Reacher deliberately avoids modern technology, reinforcing his outsider status. Unlike
contemporary detectives who rely on forensic science, surveillance, and databases, Reacher
relies on intuition, experience, and direct confrontation. His rejection of cell phones, computers,
and credit cards reflects his desire for anonymity and freedom, contrasting with modern
society’s dependence on digital connectivity.

Although Reacher is a former military police officer, he often finds himself at odds with
law enforcement agencies. His knowledge of military operations and police procedures gives
him an edge, allowing him to predict official responses and navigate bureaucratic obstacles.
However, his independence often clashes with institutional structures, reinforcing his role as a
lone operative.

In several novels, Reacher’s expertise is sought by intelligence agencies, but he
consistently refuses long-term affiliations. His interactions with law enforcement mirror the
tension found in noir fiction—where institutions are depicted as either inefficient or
compromised, necessitating the intervention of an individual hero.

Lee Child modernizes the wandering hero archetype by adapting classic motifs to a
contemporary setting. Reacher is not bound by traditional Western landscapes or the shadowy
urban environments of noir; instead, he moves through a modern America shaped by corporate
power, surveillance, and shifting moral landscapes.

Unlike classic Western and noir heroes who are often emotionally distant, Reacher
exhibits moments of introspection. While he maintains an air of detachment, his internal
monologues reveal a contemplative side that adds depth to his character. His moral compass,
though rigid, is shaped by an understanding of human nature and the complexities of justice.

Reacher’s conflicts are not limited to small-town corruption or urban crime syndicates;
they extend to multinational conspiracies, military-industrial complexes, and international crime
organizations. This expansion of scope reflects the globalization of crime and justice in the 21st
century, making Reacher’s role as a wandering hero more relevant than ever.

Unlike many archetypal heroes who remain static, Reacher experiences subtle changes
over the course of the series. As he ages, he acknowledges his physical limitations, reflecting a
more realistic portrayal of heroism. This evolution distinguishes him from the timeless
gunslingers and detectives of the past, grounding him in a contemporary framework.

Jack Reacher is a modern reinvention of the wandering hero, drawing from Westerns,
noir fiction, and hardboiled detective stories while adapting to contemporary themes. His
rejection of technology, distrust of institutions, and commitment to justice position him within a
lineage of legendary figures, yet his psychological depth and engagement with modern issues
make him uniquely suited for the 21st century. Lee Child successfully revitalizes a timeless
archetype, ensuring that the wandering hero remains a compelling figure in contemporary
literature.

Conclusion

Throughout this analysis, we have explored how Jack Reacher embodies the wandering
hero archetype while simultaneously modernizing it for contemporary audiences. His character
is deeply rooted in literary traditions that span from ancient myths to Westerns, noir fiction, and
hardboiled detective stories. Reacher’s nomadic lifestyle, adherence to a strict moral code,
independence from societal institutions, and capacity for both intellect and violence firmly place
him within this archetype.

However, Lee Child’s reinvention of the trope introduces unique elements that set
Reacher apart from his predecessors. Unlike classical wandering heroes who are often seeking
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redemption, revenge, or a return home, Reacher has no ultimate goal beyond movement and
justice. He does not long for lost stability, nor does he seek external validation. Instead, he
exists in a self-imposed exile, untethered from relationships, material possessions, and even
technological advancements. His rejection of modern conveniences reinforces his status as a
figure outside time - a hero who could belong to any era yet remains relevant today.

Furthermore, while traditional wandering heroes often operate within a specific moral
framework dictated by external factors (such as the chivalric code or the laws of the land),
Reacher’s morality is intrinsic and self-defined. He does not seek employment as a detective or
mercenary, nor does he profit from his interventions. His sense of justice is immediate and
personal, making him both an agent of order and chaos—a paradox that keeps readers engaged.

Jack Reacher’s enduring popularity can be attributed to several key factors. First, his
independence and self-sufficiency resonate with modern audiences who admire characters that
reject societal constraints. In a world increasingly governed by surveillance, bureaucracy, and
digital footprints, Reacher’s ability to exist completely off the grid is both aspirational and
escapist. His lack of attachments grants him unparalleled freedom, allowing readers to
vicariously experience a life unburdened by routine responsibilities.

Second, Reacher satisfies a universal craving for justice. His actions are swift, decisive,
and devoid of red tape. In an era where legal systems are often perceived as slow and
inefficient, Reacher offers a fantasy of immediate retribution. His ability to right wrongs
without hesitation appeals to readers who may feel powerless in the face of injustice. Unlike
superheroes who operate in fantastical realms, Reacher’s brand of heroism is grounded in
reality, making it more accessible and believable.

Additionally, Reacher’s appeal is enhanced by his intellectual depth. While he is often
celebrated for his physical prowess, his intelligence, observational skills, and strategic thinking
make him a compelling protagonist. He is not just a brute force but a calculated enforcer of
justice, embodying both mind and muscle in a way that few action-oriented characters do.

Finally, the episodic nature of the Jack Reacher series contributes to its longevity. Each
novel presents a new setting, conflict, and cast of characters, ensuring that the formula remains
fresh while still delivering the expected elements that fans enjoy. Reacher’s lack of a fixed
home or recurring supporting cast allows for infinite storytelling possibilities, keeping readers
engaged across multiple books without the need for overarching continuity.

The wandering hero archetype has evolved over centuries, adapting to the cultural and
social climates of different eras. As contemporary literature continues to change, several
potential directions could shape the next iterations of this timeless figure:

1. The digital nomad hero. Future wandering heroes may integrate technology into their
mobility rather than reject it. A modern wanderer could leverage digital resources, artificial
intelligence, and cyber expertise while remaining untraceable. This figure would embody both
tradition and innovation, blending classic heroism with the tools of the digital age.

2. The anti-hero wanderer. While Reacher adheres to a clear moral code, future
interpretations may lean further into moral ambiguity. An anti-hero wanderer might challenge
traditional notions of justice, operating in even murkier ethical territories. This character could
reflect contemporary anxieties about authority, trust, and the blurred lines between good and
evil.

3. The socially conscious wanderer. Unlike Reacher, who remains largely indifferent to
broader societal issues, future wanderers may take on causes related to climate change, political
corruption, or corporate greed. These heroes could embody activism through their actions,
aligning their personal quests with larger global struggles.

4. The female wanderer. While female protagonists have long existed within literature, a
true female counterpart to Reacher - one who embraces the archetype without being
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romantically driven or seeking stability - has yet to dominate the mainstream. A female
wandering hero could challenge gender norms and bring new perspectives to the archetype.

Jack Reacher represents both the continuation and evolution of the wandering hero
archetype, balancing timeless characteristics with modern sensibilities. His independence,
intelligence, and moral rigidity make him an enduring figure in contemporary fiction. As
literature continues to adapt to new societal landscapes, the wandering hero will undoubtedly
persist, manifesting in new forms while maintaining the core attributes that have made the
archetype so compelling for centuries.

Lee Child’s success with Jack Reacher proves that the need for a lone figure who
dispenses justice, challenges corruption, and lives by an internal code remains as strong as ever.
Whether future wanderers resemble Reacher or forge entirely new paths, the fundamental
appeal of the archetype will endure, offering readers a hero who walks alone, seeking neither
reward nor recognition—only the next journey.

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COGNITIVE MODEL “WORLD ORDER” IN THE ASPECT OF TERM STUDY

Annotation. The article describes for the first time the cognitive model "World
Order", by means of which the scientific term is objectified. World order (hereinafter
MP) was originally understood as a system of world order, later in political science,
sociology, philosophy and other sciences other definitions of this term were formed.
The appeal to the topic of studying the cognitive model "World Order" consists of the
scientific novelty of the work, in modern literature there are no similar studies. At the
turn of the twentieth and twenty-first centuries four meanings of world order are used:
1. economic; 2. political (democratic, liberal); 3. social; 4. military. In the twenty-first
century their number increases: 1. economic; 2. (geo)political (democratic, (neo)liberal);
3. social; 4. military; 5. scientific (technological); 6. moral; 7. ideological (capitalist,
humane); 8. informational.

Key words: cognition; term; cognitive model; linguistic picture of the world;
linguacultural studies; terminology.

Introduction

In the sphere of interests of linguacultural studies In the 19th century, a new
direction appeared — the study of cognitive models. A cognitive model is understood as
“a stereotypical image with the help of which a certain life experience is organized.
Such a model determines our conceptual organization of experience, the assessment of
this experience, as well as what we want to express” [1, p. 33]. The purpose of the
article is to describe the cognitive model “world order”. The tasks that need to be
solved: 1. To identify ways of updating the studied cognitive model; 2. To trace the
chronology of changes in the meanings of this model. 3. To determine the clusters of
meanings in which this model is involved.

Henry Alfred Kissinger once wrote a book called «World Order» (World Order)
[2]. In it, the author described the state of the world system in terms of the balance of
power - political, economic. Having come to the disappointing conclusion that this
balance was violated, G.A. Kissinger proposed a way out of the crisis by changing the
entire international system as a whole. The topic of world order was addressed by
Doctor of Political Sciences, Professor M.V. Lebedeva, who presented several
approaches to defining the balance of power, offering her own definition of this term [3,
pp. 24-35].
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The studied cognitive model is defined as terminological. The bulk of scientific
research on MP relates to political science and sociology [4]. There are practically no
linguistic works on this topic. This is where both the relevance and scientific novelty of
the research lies. A. Fenenko classifies world order as a class of theoretical and
methodological categories [5, pp. 6-42]. In the 19th century, the expanded term new
world order appears [6]: A. Baranovsky [7, pp. 7-23], V.l. Pantin, V.V. Lapkin [8, pp.
47-66; 9] write about the transformation of the understanding of the term. The policy of
the West and America was formed in the second half of the 20th century. The liberal
system of world order, which has spread as a certain system of values throughout the
world [10, pp. 72-82; 11, pp. 7-23]. Our time shows that several forces are fighting all
over the world, some are in favor of preserving the previous world order, while others
are trying to introduce a new system of values [12, pp. 22-46; 13]. A.P. Tsygankov
calls the current state of the world the era of half-decay [14, pp. 21-30].

Materials and methods of research

The article wuses several methods of linguistic analysis: descriptive,
interpretative, conceptual. The range of methods used helps to solve the tasks set in the
article. The material for the study was 280 contexts from the National Corpus of the
Russian Language (www.ruscorpora.ru ), hereinafter referred to as the RNC, in which
this model is implemented. The verbalizers of this model were two words: «world» and
«order», which are used in the examples next to or in a gap - through several words.

Research results

In the language, the cognitive model under study is realized in several ways: 1.
The phrase world order. 2. The compound word world order (according to the RNC, this
word was first used in 1890). 3. Descriptively (liberalism, globalism, etc.). The article
describes only the first way of actualizing this cognitive model.

The cognitive model under study initially included several clusters of meanings:

a. peace as the absence of chaos; b. order as a set of rules; c. a system of interstate
relations. The study of these meanings relates to related fields of sociology, cultural
studies, linguistics, and political science.
As the RNC data show, the combination "world order" was first encountered in the text
of an article by N.V. Shelgunov, published in the magazine "Delo" in 1867. This article
describes Turkey and the order established in the state, it corresponds to the religious
rules established in the Koran. That is, the primary meaning, realized by the studied
cognitive model, does not relate to politics or economics, but to the confessional
hierarchy. Until that time, the order was associated with magistrates’ courts and
mediators in settlement agreements — a special system of legal relations introduced in
Russia in the second half of the 19th century, the rules of which are outlined in the
“General Regulations on Peasants Emancipated from Serfdom” 1861 (M.E. Saltykov-
Shchedrin mentioned it in his articles in the Sovremennik magazine .)

Earlier, the term world order was used by the French physicist, mathematician,
astronomer and mechanic Pierre-Simon Marquis de Laplace, who, according to V.I.
Vernadsky, wanted to represent the world with one mathematical formula. It is believed
that the first person to correlate numbers and world order was Pythagoras.

In the early 1870s, scientific works appeared in which world order was
understood as the “absence of chaos,” which later, in the 20th century, would be called
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anarchy in sociology and political science. We are talking about a world space in which
each celestial body occupies its own position and, at the same time, all bodies in space
are interconnected. In parallel with this, in 1878, V.S. Solovyov in his work “Readings
on God-Manhood” discusses the world soul and its place in the world order. A.l. Herzen
in the fifth part of “My Past and Thoughts” (1862-1866) writes about the world soul,
referring to F.V. Schelling, who called it das Schwebende, uses a different name
Weltseele .

In 1880, F. M. Dostoevsky published his novel The Brothers Karamazov. He
introduced the hypothesis of God, put forward by René Descartes, into the narrative,
assigning him a place as the central force in the system of world order. Here we see the
return of religious meaning, but only in a Christian key. At the same time, the idea of
world order is widely discussed in the pages of philosophical works by G. V. Leibniz
and I. Kant. G. V. Leibniz understands world order as a combination of such features of
God as power and wisdom. S. N. Bulgakov in his 1912 work Philosophy of Economy
(the World as Economy) introduces the theological term divine world order. E. N.
Trubetskoy in his work "Speculation in Colors", published in 1915, understands the
world order as the end of the bloody struggle, the gathering of the people under the
auspices of the church to prevent chaos and confusion in the minds of people. In 1924,
S. L. Frank in the article "The Religious and Historical Meaning of the Russian
Revolution" writes that the revolution is part of the world order.

Philologist and culturologist F. F. Zelinsky in "Ancient Greek Religion™" (1918)
notes that God is the creator of the world order, he encounters passive and active matter
in his work on the world order. Thus, F. F. Zelinsky introduces a new meaning of MP:
"matter"”.

The 20th century changes the meaning of the phrase world order. At the
beginning of the 20th century, V.1. Ivanov in his book “The Testaments of Symbolism”
(1910) introduces three additional meanings of world order — “morality”, “religion” and
“law”. At the same time, a common understanding of the term appears in journalism:
world order is life. This understanding is expanded in fiction: V.A. Kaverin in 1924
reproduces another meaning — “total control”. The creation of the hydrogen bomb led to
the fact that in 1945 the Prime Minister of Great Britain Clement Richard Attlee
promulgated a new meaning of world order — “security”. The 21st century introduces
another meaning of MP — *“ethics” (world ethical order).

In the 1990s, cardinal changes became noticeable in the linguistic culture:
President B.N. Yeltsin came to power in Russia (July 1991), the bipolar world changed
to a unipolar one, where America sought to take the leading position. The cognitive
model “the world is a theater” gained a second wind, the revival of which led to the
emergence of a stable expression “the world behind the scenes”: this is the title of a new
book by S.A. Samsonov [15]. Theatrical metaphors appeared in journalism: the world
order is a puppeteer, J. Soros is called the head of the theater of the world behind the
scenes.

In literary studies, S.S. Averintsev introduces the category of “interpreter of the
world order” in his book “Categories of poetics in the change of literary eras,”
published in 1994, with a reference to Hegel’s words: “the world of the soul triumphs
over the external world.”

In the first years of the 21st century, a number of scientific metaphors were
formed in linguoculture. The expression new world order (hereinafter NWO) appeared,
this term is a tracing from the English New World Order (cf. lat. Novus ordo mundi).
The NMP has features of systemicity: the NMP has a hierarchy, configurations,
divisions and structure, its qualitative features are imperative and efficiency. The NMP
has founders. The previous MP is called chaos. The established NMP is based on ideas
and hypotheses that require analysis and (re) interpretation, the transition to it occurs in
the flow of entropy and negentropy; evidence of the existence of the MP is necessary.
The general meaning of these metaphors is “theory”: the NMP exists only in theory.

In 2003, an expanded term was introduced: new world global economic order.
The landscape code of linguaculture allows expanding the list of corresponding
metaphors (new multipolar MP). In parallel, another code of linguaculture is actively
exploited, representing the system of the emerging world order as a mechanism or
instrument (the device/reorganization of the MP). The main part of these metaphors has
not been fixed in the language, having retained the features of occasional ones: an
ornate detail of the global MP, its modernization and balance, a weapon of the NMP, a
lever of the formation of the NMP, a non-traditional human-sized MP.

At the same time, a whole layer of construction metaphors is recorded: the
formation of the NWO, the existing world order is changing - the innovative one is built
on the basis of plans and projects, it is created and installed on the ruins of the old one,
it has a strong foundation and unshakable pillars, but in certain periods they need to be
strengthened, a restructuring is taking place in society, they are trying to integrate
Russia into the vertical of the MP. Previously relevant theatrical metaphors are
disguised under this layer: a remake, which is made by the organizers of the new world
order, playing in it, as in a play, new roles old characters. In 1996, the book was
published Samuel Huntington's "The Clash of Civilizations and the Remaking of World
Order" (The Clash of Civilizations and the Remaking of World Order), translated into
Russian at the beginning of the 20th century.

The innovation of the 21st century is the emergence of a new code of linguistic
culture — informational. In 2007, the metaphor of the world information order was
recorded, in 2015 — the metaphor of the alternative MP, in 2022 — cryptooccupation.
life in the NWO paradise) and political metaphors (the political event of the NWO, the
agent of the NWO, the leader of the NWO) still function. In certain contexts, they are
combined (the apostles of the humane NWO). The NWO is called the all-organizing
force.

Conclusion

In the philosophy of the 19th century, the cognitive model of "world order" is
associated with such meanings as "wisdom", "power", "absence of chaos", "faith", in the
20th century - "rationality” and "worldview". In religious studies in the 19th century, the
cognitive model contains the meanings of "morality" and "immutability"”, in the 20th
century - "morality", "reverence "; in science - "absence of chaos". In the 20th century,
new meanings close to us appear: in philology and cultural studies - "matter" and
"interpreter of the MP", in journalism - "life", "theater"”, in fiction - "total control”, in
political science - "security”, "ethics", "law
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In science, before the 20th century, the attitude towards the world order was
positive: the beginning of this order was the World Soul (or the Great Spirit — the third
hypostasis of the Trinity in Christianity), and divine control was in the system of the
universe. In the 20th century, a dual attitude emerged with a noticeable bias towards a
negative perception of the divine order: this was facilitated by the revolution in Russia,
which led to a civil war and reorganization in the country, the wars in Southeast Asia
between Vietnam and the USA, etc. The 1917 revolution in Russia led to a split in the
world into two poles: this is how the world order was established in the 20th century.

Yu. M. Lotman in his book "Oral Speech in Historical and Cultural
Perspective”, published in 1978, points out that there are two understandings of the
world order: 1. mythological (it is timeless) and 2. historical (tied to specific events).
The transition to a new century showed the shaky position of the bipolar world, when
the West tried to take a dominant position: at this time, the expressions humanitarian
intervention and cultural globalization appeared, which were not consolidated in the
linguaculture. ldeology in a unipolar world introduces the expressions liberal world
order into circulation. In the 21st century, before our eyes, a whole cluster of new
meanings is forming: “systematicity”, "theory", "mechanism/tool”, "economics",
"construction”, "information”, "alternative"”, "cryptooccupation”. During this period, a
limited number of previous meanings of the MP will remain: "theater”, "religion”,
"politics”, "economics"”. Thus, the world order presupposes the unification of five
clusters of meanings: 1. Balance of power; 2. Basic values; 3. Monopolarity; 4. Law; 4.
Illusory nature of what is happening; 5. Controllability of processes.

FEATURES OF THE LANGUAGE SITUATION IN THE WESTERN
REGION OF THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN

Annotation. The article is devoted to the study of the language situation in the
western region of the Republic of Kazakhstan, where the interaction of Kazakh,
Russian, and English reflects modern sociolinguistic trends and processes of
globalization. The aim of the research is to analyze the multilingual experience of
students and the linguistic landscape of cities in order to identify the factors influencing
the dynamics of the language situation and the status of languages in the region. The
empirical basis consists of audio recordings of trilingual conversations of students from
four regional centers, 40 semi-structured interviews, as well as 4,628 written signs of
the urban space. The methods applied include content analysis, semantic and pragmatic
analysis, quantitative calculation, and ethnographic interviews. The analysis revealed
that Russian—-Kazakh hybrid forms predominate in students’ speech, English is more
often used in a status-prestigious function, while Kazakh remains the main marker of
cultural identity. In the linguistic landscape of the region, 69% of information is
presented in Russian, 24% in English, and only 7% in Kazakh, which indicates the
asymmetry of language policy in the urban space. The obtained results make it possible
to objectively assess the language situation and to formulate recommendations for
improving language policy aimed at strengthening the role of the Kazakh language
while preserving interethnic harmony and cultural diversity.

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SOVIET-TURKISH RELATIONS IN THE NEWSPAPER IZVESTIYA
DURING THE 1920s and 1930s

Annotation. This article explores the evolution of diplomatic relations between
Soviet Russia and the Turkish Republic through the lens of the Soviet newspaper
«lzvestia». By analyzing a wide range of articles published in «lzvestia» from the early
1920s to the late 1930s, the study provides insights into the official Soviet perspective
on its diplomatic engagement with Turkiye. The research highlights significant events
that shaped bilateral relations, including the Treaty of Moscow (1921), the Treaty of
Kars (1921), and mutual diplomatic efforts during the period of Ataturk's reforms in
Turkiye and the New Economic Policy (NEP) in Soviet Russia. The study also
examines the influence of international developments, such as the rise of fascism in
Europe and the approach of World War 11, on the dynamics between the two countries.
By scrutinizing the portrayal of these events in «lzvestia», the article sheds light on the
strategic interests, ideological underpinnings, and geopolitical considerations that
influenced the Soviet-Turkish relationship. Furthermore, it assesses the role of media in
shaping public opinion and foreign policy during this pivotal era in international
relations. The research paper highlights the importance of historical archives and
sources in understanding the complexities of international diplomacy and contemporary
geopolitical issues.

Introduction
The diplomatic relations between Soviet Russia and the Turkish Republic from
1919 to 1922 provide a crucial perspective on the early years of Turkey’s Republic and
the newly established Soviet government following the 1917 Russian Revolution.
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According to Girayalp Karakus’s 2023 study, this period was marked by evolving
relations, fluctuating tensions, and strategic actions as both nations navigated the
aftermath of World War | while trying to assert their roles on the global stage [1, p.1-
17].

During these formative years, Turkey and Soviet Russia shared certain interests,
though these were tempered by mutual skepticism. Both countries faced significant
internal and external challenges. Turkey, emerging from the dissolution of the Ottoman
Empire, was engaged in a struggle for independence and sovereignty. Meanwhile,
Soviet Russia was focused on solidifying its revolutionary gains and establishing itself
as a new socialist power amidst a predominantly hostile international landscape.
Karakus’s study identifies several key elements of the bilateral relationship. A notable
example includes the military and financial aid provided by Soviet Russia to Turkey.
This assistance, including weapons and funds, was instrumental in Turkey’s efforts to
defend its territory and independence. Additionally, the Soviet Union’s push for the
establishment of a Soviet-style regime in Turkey aligned with its broader ideological
goals, though these efforts were met with limited success.

Despite these collaborative efforts, the relationship was not without its
challenges. A significant point of contention was Soviet Russia’s position on the
Armenian question, particularly the demands made by Soviet Foreign Commissioner
Chicherin for Turkey to surrender territories like Van and Bitlis. These demands,
coupled with the generally pro-Armenian stance of Soviet Russia, fueled distrust
between Ankara and Moscow. This skepticism became evident when Hasan Fehmi Bey,
the deputy of Gumushane, voiced concerns during a secret parliamentary session,
drawing comparisons between Soviet Russia’s ambitions and the territorial objectives of
the former Tsarist regime.

Nevertheless, despite these disagreements, the period was also characterized by
pragmatic cooperation based on mutual strategic interests. Both countries recognized
the necessity of collaboration, understanding that permanent alliances or enmities were
not guaranteed. This pragmatic approach to diplomacy can be seen as a form of
realpolitik that shaped their bilateral relations.

Izvestia, as one of the Soviet Union’s leading newspapers, played a key role in
reflecting Soviet foreign policy and public sentiment during this period. Established in
1917, shortly after the Bolshevik Revolution, lzvestia became a critical tool for the
Soviet government to communicate its views, disseminate political decisions, and shape
public perception of international events. The newspaper’s coverage of diplomatic
developments, global conflicts, and bilateral engagements provided important insights
into the official stance of the Soviet regime on international relations. Furthermore,
Izvestia’s editorials and reporting style also conveyed the public opinion the Soviet
government aimed to project, offering researchers a window into the complex
relationship between Soviet propaganda, public sentiment, and international diplomacy.
As such, lzvestia remains a vital resource for scholars investigating Soviet foreign
policy, its impact on international relations, and public perception within the USSR.

Research Methodology

The research methodology is designed to provide a comprehensive analysis of

Soviet-Turkish diplomatic relations, combining a dual approach that integrates
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qualitative content analysis of Izvestia articles with a review of recent scholarly works
on the subject. The selection of lzvestia articles spans a significant period, from the
early 1920s to the late 1930s, chosen for its pivotal role in the development of Soviet-
Turkish relations and the occurrence of key historical events during this time. This
primary source analysis is complemented by an examination of contemporary scholarly
literature, which offers additional perspectives, interpretations, and findings regarding
Soviet-Turkish relations.

The criteria for selecting recent publications include their relevance to the topic,
the novelty of the research, and their contribution to a deeper understanding of the
diplomatic dynamics between the two countries. This methodology not only focuses on
identifying themes and assessing the tone of lzvestia articles but also evaluates how
modern scholars have interpreted these diplomatic events. This includes examining the
portrayal of key figures and understanding the influence of broader international politics
on Soviet-Turkish relations.

By combining historical media representations with current academic discourse,
this multi-dimensional approach allows for a more nuanced and thorough analysis of the
complexities that shaped Soviet-Turkish diplomatic interactions.

Discussion

The diplomatic relations between Soviet Russia and the Turkish Republic from
1919 to 1922 were marked by a delicate balance between cooperation and distrust. This
period laid the groundwork for the future trajectory of Turkish-Soviet and, later,
Turkish-Russian relations. It highlighted the priority of strategic interests over
ideological alignment, a theme that has continued to resonate through the decades in the
complex and multifaceted relationship between Turkey and Russia.

The article by Mallinson, W., Kanevskiy, P., and Petasis, A. provides a critical
examination of the geopolitical dynamics in the Eastern Mediterranean, focusing on the
roles of Greece and Cyprus amid the shifting power relations between the West, Russia,
and Turkey. While the study primarily addresses contemporary strategic and geo-
economic issues, it also offers valuable insights into the broader historical context of
diplomatic relations, especially between Soviet Russia and the Turkish Republic. The
study highlights how these historical relations continue to influence the current
geopolitical landscape [2, p. 306-332].

Historically, the Eastern Mediterranean has been a region of significant strategic
importance, serving as a crossroads between continents and a focal point for
international rivalry and cooperation. The dissolution of the Ottoman Empire, the rise of
the Turkish Republic, and the establishment of the Soviet Union were pivotal events
that reshaped the geopolitical contours of the region. These changes laid the foundation
for complex relations characterized by fluctuating alliances, tensions, and diplomatic
negotiations, which continue to impact the region's stability and alignment today.

The diplomatic ties between Soviet Russia and the Turkish Republic, initiated in
the early 20th century, have played a crucial role in shaping the politics of the Eastern
Mediterranean. Initially forged on the basis of shared interests in opposing Western
imperialism, these relations have evolved through multiple phases, reflecting broader
shifts in global geopolitical dynamics.

In conclusion, understanding the historical context
of Soviet-Turkish diplomatic relations is vital for interpreting the current complexities
of the Eastern Mediterranean's geopolitics. The lasting effects of these relations, amid
evolving alliances and the strategic priorities of regional and global powers, continue to
shape diplomatic outcomes, offering both challenges and prospects for regional stability
and integration [3]. The study of Soviet-Turkish

Izvestia's coverage of the November 20,
1919, article from L'Humanité on American diplomat W. Bullitt's disclosures and the
subsequent shifts in British policy regarding the Russian Civil War offers key insights
into the changing international dynamics and the complexities of global relations at the
time . As a leading Soviet publication, lzvestia was instrumental in broadcasting the
Soviet perspective on global issues, and its coverage of these events reveals the nuanced
positions and diplomatic currents of the era. The newspaper's decision to feature
Bullitt's revelations about the failed peace efforts and his mission in Moscow highlights
the significance of these developments in the context of Soviet foreign policy and their
impact on Soviet-Turkish relations [4].

The focus on the response of British Prime
Minister David Lloyd George, as reported by lzvestia, regarding Soviet proposals and
his remarks in the House of Commons about Britain's new stance on the Russian Civil
War, marks a pivotal moment in international diplomacy. Lloyd George's recognition of
the untenable nature of continuing support for the Russian Civil War, along with the
decision to withdraw financial and moral backing from Denikin and Kolchak, signaled a
major shift in British foreign policy. This change, highlighted by Izvestia, not only
influenced the course of the Russian Civil War but also had broader implications for the
geopolitical environment in which Soviet-Turkish relations unfolded.
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Moreover, the placement of
these articles in Izvestia alongside Lloyd George's new approach towards the civil war
in Russia underscores the interconnectedness of these international events. The Soviet
government's awareness of these shifts and its strategic response reflect the significance
of understanding and adapting to the evolving policies of Western powers.

In analyzing the evolution of Soviet-Turkish relations through «lzvestia's»
coverage, it becomes evident that the diplomatic interactions between Soviet Russia and
the Turkish Republic were deeply influenced by the broader international context.

The changing attitudes of key Western powers, such as Great Britain, towards
the civil war in Russia and their diplomatic maneuvers played a critical role in shaping
the environment within which Soviet-Turkish relations evolved. Thus, the insights
provided by «lzvestia» into the diplomatic exchanges, international perceptions, and
strategic shifts of the early 20th century offer a valuable lens through which to
understand the complexities of Soviet-Turkish relations.

Karimova's study, reveals a complex interplay of international dynamics, regional
conflicts, and bilateral initiatives aimed at navigating the geopolitical landscape of the
Cold War era. The period witnessed heightened tensions between the USSR and
Turkiye, largely influenced by broader international conflicts in the Middle East and the
strategic maneuvers by Western powers—namely the United States, England, and
France to counter perceived Soviet threats and extend their influence in the region,
particularly in Syria. «lzvestia» reflecting the Soviet perspective, covered the Syrian
crisis and its repercussions on USSR-Turkiye relations, highlighting the competition
between the USA and the USSR for influence in the Middle East. The newspaper
detailed Turkiye's submission of a memorandum to its Western allies, outlining what
Ankara perceived as the primary goals of Soviet policy in the Middle East. Despite
these tensions, and against the backdrop of the USSR's disregard for the Kurdish and
Armenian factors as potential leverage in the region, Soviet heads of state called for
normalization of relations with Turkiye during the 1950s and 1960s, a move that was
met with skepticism due to the ongoing Cold War dynamics and the involvement in the
Baghdad Pact [5].

«lzvestia» notably covered Soviet Russia's overtures towards political and
economic cooperation with Turkiye throughout 1956-1957, marking a significant
attempt to thaw relations. On March 16, 1956, coinciding with the 35th anniversary of
the 1921 treaty between the two nations, both "Pravda” and "lzvestia" published articles
commemorating the history of friendship between Turkiye and the USSR. These articles
articulated the mutual benefits of restoring friendly relations for both countries and
underscored the potential for contributing to peace in the Middle East. Significantly,
these publications asserted for the first time that Turkiye's membership in NATO was
not seen as an insurmountable barrier to re-establishing closer Turkiye-Soviet Union
relations. Through its coverage, «lzvestia» played a critical role in shaping the narrative
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around Soviet-Turkish relations, portraying the Soviet Union's efforts to mend ties and
propose a framework for cooperation that transcended the existing Cold War polarities.
This portrayal not only reflects the Soviet Union's strategic interest in mitigating
tensions with Turkiye but also highlights the complexities of international diplomacy in
a region fraught with competing interests and alliances [6].

The Treaty of Moscow (1921) and the Treaty of Kars (1921) are landmark
agreements that significantly altered the geopolitical landscape of the Transcaucasus
region and the fate of Nakhijevan, amidst the broader context of post-World War |
transformations and the Russian Revolution.

Signed on March 18, 1921, between Turkiye and Soviet Russia, the Treaty of
Moscow came at a critical juncture in the aftermath of Turkish military aggression led
by Mustafa Kemal (Atatirk) against the territories previously held by the defeated
Ottoman Empire. Notably, the treaty excluded the participation of the newly Sovietized
republics of Armenia, Georgia, and Azerbaijan, a decision that underscored the
predominant influence of Turkiye and Soviet Russia in determining the region's political
restructuring. Article 111 of the treaty notably designated Nakhijevan as an «autonomous
territory under the protectorate of Azerbaijan», explicitly stipulating that this
protectorate could not be transferred to a third state. This provision effectively placed
Nakhijevan within the Soviet sphere of influence while simultaneously satisfying
Turkish concerns over the region's status and alignment. The Treaty of Moscow thus not
only delineated spheres of influence between Turkiye and Soviet Russia but also
reshaped bilateral relations by acknowledging mutual interests in the stability and
political configuration of the Transcaucasus [7].

Building upon the precedents set by the Treaty of Moscow, the Treaty of Kars,
signed on October 13, 1921, further solidified the status of Nakhijevan alongside other
territorial adjustments in the region. This treaty, which included Turkiye, Armenia, and
Azerbaijan among its signatories, explicitly affirmed that Nakhijevan would form «an
autonomous territory under the protection of Azerbaijan». Article 5 of the Treaty of
Kars institutionalized the arrangements made in Moscow, thereby ensuring that
Nakhijevan's autonomy within the Azerbaijani protectorate was recognized by a broader
set of regional stakeholders. The significance of the Treaty of Kars in regional
geopolitics cannot be overstated, as it not only confirmed the reshaping of territorial
boundaries and sovereignties following the Turkish invasion but also laid the
groundwork for the future political dynamics of the South Caucasus. By codifying the
status of Nakhijevan and other territories, the Treaty of Kars played a pivotal role in
defining the inter-state relations and national boundaries that continue to influence the
region's geopolitical landscape to this day [8].

Therefore, the Treaties of Moscow and Kars in 1921 were instrumental in
redefining the geopolitical contours of the Transcaucasus region. They facilitated the
transition of Nakhijevan into an autonomous entity under Azerbaijani protection,
reflecting the complex interplay of national ambitions, regional stability, and the
strategic interests of both Turkiye and Soviet Russia. These treaties underscored the
impact of diplomatic agreements in shaping the destinies of nations and regions, with
lasting implications for bilateral and regional geopolitics.
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Atatlrk's reforms in Turkiye, aiming at the modernization and secularization of
the state, found an intriguing reception in Soviet Russia, reflecting a complex interplay
of ideological affinity and geopolitical strategy. The 1925 Turkish-Soviet Treaty of
Friendship and Neutrality, signed just after the League of Nations awarded Mosul to
Iraq, symbolized the close ties between the two nations during a period marked by
Turkiye's profound transformation under Atatlrk's leadership. This treaty, alongside
Turkiye's cautious approach to joining the League of Nations in 1932 with explicit
reservations against participating in any future anti-Soviet alliance, underscores
Ankara's strategic positioning of the USSR as a counterbalance to Western powers.
Soviet Russia, for its part, seemed to view positively Turkiye's sweeping reforms as they
resonated with the Soviet emphasis on secularization and modernization, albeit from a
different ideological standpoint. However, this relationship was not without its
complexities, as internal political opposition within Turkiye and shifts in foreign policy
directions underscored the dynamic nature of Turkiye-Soviet relations. The nuanced
engagement between the two countries during this era reflects a mutual recognition of

This examination
highlights the dynamic interaction between Soviet domestic reforms, such as the NEP,
and pivotal global occurrences, including the rise of fascism in Europe, which directly
affected the trajectory of Soviet-Turkish relations. The findings underscore how the
USSR attempted to align its ideological objectives with practical diplomatic efforts,
with Turkey emerging as a key strategic partner in the face of changing geopolitical
circumstances. Izvestia, in this regard, played a crucial role not only in disseminating
the official Soviet perspective on these relations but also in shaping public opinion to
align with the government's foreign policy goals [12]. Through its coverage, lzvestia
effectively conveyed the Soviet Union's diplomatic positions, ideological unity against
shared threats, and its efforts to foster a stable and mutually beneficial relationship with
Turkey.

Each article and editorial reveals the evolving dynamics of
alliances and discord in the turbulent political landscape of early 20th-century
geopolitics. This study not only clarifies historical events but also offers important
insights into the broader themes of power, ideology, and diplomacy that continue to
influence global relations today [16].

In conclusion, the examination of Izvestia newspaper archives offers a valuable
resource for analyzing Soviet-Turkish diplomatic relations. By exploring reports on
diplomatic meetings, peace treaties, and ambassadorial activities published in lzvestia,
researchers can gain a more profound understanding of the historical developments and
the evolving complexities that have shaped the relationship between the Soviet Union
and Turkey.

Conclusion

In conclusion, the investigation of Soviet-Turkish diplomatic relations through
the lens of lzvestia offers a detailed exploration of historical events and geopolitical
intricacies. By analyzing articles, transcripts, and reports published during the crucial
year of 1918, this study has illuminated the complex interactions between the two
nations at a time of considerable political upheaval. From discussions about the
treatment of prisoners to peace talks and territorial disputes, lzvestia provides a
thorough account of the diplomatic exchanges between Moscow and Ankara in the
aftermath of World War | and the Russian Revolution. This analysis has enhanced our
understanding of the multifaceted dynamics that shaped Soviet-Turkish relations at this
pivotal moment in history. Additionally, this study emphasizes the lasting importance of
historical archives and primary sources in revealing the complexities of international
diplomacy and their ongoing relevance in understanding current geopolitical issues.

RECORDS OF RUSSIAN OFFICIALS HELD CAPTIVE IN THE KAZAKH
STEPPE (LATE 18TH CENTURY - EARLY 19TH CENTURY, BASED ON
ARCHIVAL DOCUMENTS)

Annotation. The article discusses the records of Russian officials who were
held captive in the Kazakh steppe and the information they left about the daily life of
the Kazakh region. Based on the provided data, a comparative analysis was conducted.
Many works, records, memoirs, and diaries written about the Kazakh people in the late
18th and early 19th centuries were written in a similar vein. To verify the accuracy of
the descriptions of the Kazakh people in the diaries and memoirs of Russian researchers,
they were thoroughly studied and analyzed.

The archival documents detail the records of Russian officials held captive in the
Kazakh steppe and the attitude of the Kazakh people towards the captives. The research
utilized data from expedition reports, diaries, and memoirs of travelers, which provide
considerable information about the daily life of the Kazakh people. The documents were
obtained through work with archives and rare collections. One of such materials is the
archival records of Russian officials about the Kazakh people presented below. First and
foremost, the record of Russian officer Savva Bolshoy, who was taken captive by the
Kazakhs when he arrived in the Kazakh steppe, was examined.

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due to their ideological positions, did not recognize Soviet power. In foreign lands, such
prominent figures as M. Shokai closely followed the socio-economic and political
changes taking place in their historical homeland. Famine and displacement caused by
Soviet-style economic modernization methods prompted political emigrants in Europe
to take certain actions. The exodus of refugees occurred from the southern and western
regions of Kazakhstan through neighboring Uzbekistan, Karakalpakstan, Turkmenistan
and Tajikistan to distant foreign countries such as Iran and Afghanistan. Kazakh
refugees fleeing hunger and punitive measures were persecuted by border troops.
Archival documents and memoirs indicate that in order to avoid the harsh consequences
of exile, emigrants resorted to various means and desperately tried to escape from the
clutches of Soviet power.

THE HISTORY OF THE CREATION AND ACTIVITIES OF THE AUSTRIAN
COMMUNE "ULFELD™ IN THE CITY OF KYZYLORDA
Annotation. In the history of our country, despite having been an Independent state for
over thirty years, there are still blank spots and unexplored facts. Historians and
researchers need to carry out investigative work in archival collections, identify
documents that shed light on such facts, and subject them to critical analysis. One of the
topics requiring further study is the history of the establishment and activities of the
Austrian immigrant commune "Ulfeld”, which was founded in the settlement of

Sabalak, located near the city of Kyzylorda.

The issue of creating this commune was resolved in Moscow, while its activities were
carried out on the territory of Kazakhstan. The commune, consisting of victims of the
First World War, existed in Kyzylorda for only one year. During that year, they restored
the irrigation system, cultivated wheat, potatoes, millet, and garden crops, and carried
out construction works.

This article examines the history of the creation and activities of the Austrian immigrant
commune "Ulfeld": materials on the history of the commune's establishment, the
conditions of the bilateral agreement, and issues related to the resettlement of
immigrants are analyzed. The article also discusses the assistance provided to the
commune by the Soviet authorities.

HORSE THEFT BY WEST SIBERIAN KAZAKHS IN THE MIDDLE OF THE
XIX CENTURY AGAINST THE BACKGROUND OF A NEW LEGAL FIELD
OF THE TSARIST GOVERNMENT
Annotation. In the second half of the nineteenth century, when the borders of the
Russian Empire covered almost the entire Kazakh Steppe, not only the view, but also
the attitude of the tsarist government changed towards barymta as a traditional way of
satisfying justice. In this regard, this article examines the problem of horse theft of
Kazakhs in Western Siberia in the middle of the nineteenth century in the context of the
new legal framework of the tsarist government. Special attention is paid to the
definition of the concepts of «horse theft» and «barymta» in modern historical science
to identify the attitude of the tsarist government to horse theft by Kazakhs and the
application of measures to curb them. Based on written sources and historical research,
the definition and analysis of the cause-and-effect relationships of increased horse theft

on the part of the Kazakhs who migrated to the inner part of the Irtysh.

The study is based on an analysis of archival documents, including the funds of the
Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan (CGA RK), sources of the State
Public Historical Library (GPIB RF, Moscow) and fundamental historical research of
the XX-XXI centuries.

THE GREEK-ARMENIAN FACTOR OF THE JOCHID ULUS IN EUROPEAN
HISTORIOGRAPHY

Annotation. The article analyzes the perception of Greek and Armenian
presence in the Jochid Ulus as reflected in European historiography. Based on a review
of sources and Western scholarly works, it explores the social, economic, and religious
aspects of the lives of Armenian and Greek communities in the Golden Horde.
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Particular attention is given to issues of adaptation, assimilation, and interaction with
the Mongol administration and the Islamized elite. Armenians predominantly retained
religious autonomy and operated within urban trade and crafts, while, according to
European sources, Greeks more frequently joined military structures within the khan’s
entourage, partially converted to Islam, and participated in the administrative system.
The article examines interpretations of these processes within the European academic
tradition, identifying key narrative models and assessments of the roles played by
Greeks and Armenians in the multiethnic structure of the Golden Horde(Ulus of Jochi).

Annotation. The article examines the history of correctional labor camps in the
Zerendi district of Akmola region in the 30-50s of the XX century. It is known that
during this period the territory of the Akmola region became one of the main centers of
Stalin's camps, deportations and political exile. During the years of repression, the
Karlag and Steplag camp systems spread widely in Kazakhstan, which have their own
history of study: after Independence, these camps began to be actively studied by
historians, local historians and scientists. In recent years, thanks to the declassification
of archival documents, new data on a previously closed topic began to be published,
which contributed to the formation of a new perspective on these events. After the
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release of the Decree of the President of the Republlc of Kazakhstan K.-J. K. Tokayev
dated November 24, 2020 "On the establishment of the State Commission for the full
rehabilitation of victims of political repression”, a series of field expeditions to the
Zerendi district was organized.

CENTRAL ASIAN MERCHANTS IN RUSSIAN-ASIAN FOREIGN
TRADE VIA ASTRAKHAN IN THE FIRST HALF OF THE 19TH CENTURY

Annotation. The eastern coast of the Caspian Sea and the Central Asian
territories beyond it have long been linked to Russia by trade relations. Astrakhan has
always been an important point of this trade. The ties of the Lower Volga region with
the states and territories of Central Asia arose in the Middle Ages.

From the moment of the annexation of the Astrakhan Khanate to the Russian
state and until the middle of the 18th century, Russia's trade with the Central Asian
states and territories was entirely concentrated in Astrakhan. After the founding of
Orenburg and the establishment of the Orenburg border line, the position of Astrakhan
foreign trade in this direction was somewhat shaken, but in the first half of the 19th
century it remained an important component.

SPIRITUAL HERITAGE OF AKHUN-ISHANDS IN THE SYR REGION: FROM

Annotation. This article examines the history of the spiritual heritage of religious
figures known as “Khoja”, “Ishan” and “Akhun” who lived in the Syr Darya region
between the late 18th century and the early 20th century. Despite the atheistic policies
of the Soviet era, their rare books, manuscripts, and artifacts were preserved by their
descendants and have survived to this day. These historical materials, discovered
through specialized expeditions, provide an opportunity to systematize and introduce
the legacy of religious figures from the Syr Darya region into academic discourse. The
main objective of this study is to highlight the significance of the spiritual heritage that
has endured since the Soviet period and to provide a detailed description of these
artifacts. Additionally, identifying the role of the descendants of the akhun and Ishan in
preserving these relics is a key research task. Following the dissolution of the Soviet
Union, interest in religious heritage increased, leading to the study of previously hidden
works. This article explores these issues through the example of the Syr Darya region.

«CONFRONTATION IN URALSK»: GOVERNMENT AGENCIES AND
SOCIETY OF THE 90-S IN THE ASSESSMENTS OF MODERN AUTHORS

Annotation. The article-review of the book by Artur Nygmet «Confrontation in
Uralsk» points out numerous semantic and linguistic errors and shortcomings with a
logical conclusion about the advisability of a linguistic examination of its content for
subsequent legal assessment. Two main methods of analysis were used: retrospective
and comparative. It was established that the author of the book, which claims to have
historical significance, made many mistakes in assessing the activities of both
individual civil servants and state bodies of Kazakhstan as a whole. The combination of
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errors contributes to the formation of a distorted idea among the readership about the
role and importance of government bodies at turning points in the history of
Kazakhstan. The results of the study indicate the need for a more objective assessment
of historical events, as well as a competent approach to covering past events that does
not allow amateurs to distort such concepts as «freedom of speech» and «civic
responsibility».

MATERIALS OF THE STATE ARCHIVE OF THE WEST-KAZAKHSTAN
REGION AS A SOURCE OF THE XX-XI CENTURIES HISTORICAL DATA OF
THE REGION
Annotation.The analysis of the historical and cultural processes makes us refer
to the regional archives, as written information sources that have been built up during
the life of several generations. Among those archives, the funds of historical documents
stand out, both for the quantitative contents and for the chronological frames covered by
the material. For a researcher that makes it possible to study the formation,
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development and peculiarities of the historical processes in a more objective way.
Events of regional character may be depicted in a more detailed manner with the help of
the local archives. The West-Kazakhstan archive has not been considered as a subject of
scientific research yet, whereas it contains significant information on the development
of the region. This article attempts to present the structure of the archive and give a brief
description of the main content.
